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Dr Curtin holds a PhD in Political Science from the Australian National University. She has lectured in Australian, comparative and gender politics, and has published several pieces, including a book on the representation of minority voices in trade unions, government and political parties.

Her APF project Voicing the Vote of the Bush: Representing Rural and Regional Australians in the Federal Parliament was broader than many of the previous projects in that, rather than focusing on the Members and Senators views of their roles as representatives, Dr Curtin focused outwards from the Parliament, in an effort to gauge the sentiment of citizens regarding the place of Parliament. This involved visiting five electorates and travelling around each, visiting a range of towns, regional centres and farms, resulting in over 100 interviews.
Dr Curtin’s monograph is expected to be published in 2003.
