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Dr Young’s PhD on environmental politics in Australia, from Adelaide University was confired in 1995.

Prior to her Australian Parliamentary Fellowship, Dr Young taught at University of Tasmania in the areas of Australian politics, economic policy, environmental politics, feminist politics and race politics.

Her monograph evaluates the role of the minor parties in the Senate which addresses an issue that impacts on the parliamentary experience of all Members and Senators. The monograph assesses the various ways that non-governing majorities in the Senate have challenged the government’s prerogative in the legislative process and the implications of this action for the Australian federal parliament.
