Angela has a BA (Hons) from the University of Wollongong.  She also recently completed her PhD in Sociology and Politics at Wollongong, which looked at debates around whiteness, national identity, Indigenous peoples' sovereignty, and Indigenous rights in Australia.  Her PhD thesis also examined current processes of treaty-making underway in Canada.  She has taught at Wollongong University in sociology, politics, Aboriginal studies, and Australian Studies.  She also has a keen interest in higher education policy, after having held several positions as a postgraduate student representative both at Wollongong University and at the national level.
Her APF research project will look at parliamentary debates around the idea of "reconciliation" between Indigenous and non-Indigenous people in Australia since the establishment of the Council for Aboriginal Reconciliation in 1991.  The project will examine the ways that the “politics of reconciliation” have worked in Australia during this period, by focusing on the different meanings which have been attached to the concept of reconciliation by different people and groups at different times.  It will also examine how the concept of "reconciliation" has evolved over time, and how this is important for understanding how current debates about “reconciliation” in Australia are played out.
