These boundaries are normally referred to as the 2006 boundaries because
the redistribution that created the new boundaries occurred in 2006.

This paperis an updated version of an earlier paper that was based on the first release of the
2006cersus.It now includes tables covering the additional second release census data on the
labour force, employment, occupation and educafitve. 60 separate tabl@sthis research
papercover a broad range of census topics dwrdadly reflect theitems most frequently
requested from the Parliamentary Library

In addition to new tables, thisaperalso has small differences in the electoral level data
compared with the earlier paper that was based on first release data. This is bemause s
releasecensus di are availabléor the currentfederal electoral divisionsvhereas the first
release datéor the newelectoral divisions needed to be estimated using Census Collection
District level data that are subject to confidentiality adjustments.

Provihdi@isions comprise areas with a majority of enrolments
in major provincial cities, or in nemetropolitan urban conglomerates. Rural divisions
comprise areas without a majority of enrolments in major provincial cities.

The seven divisions with the lowest population comprise all the divisions in Tasmania and
the Northern Territory.

Tasmania retains five electoral divis®due to the Constitutional provision that guarantees a
mi ni mum of five seats in the House of Repres

The calculation of representation entitlement that last occurred in November 2005 resulted in
the Northern Territorjnaving a quota of just over 1.5 resulting in an entitlement of two seats.
As a result the two divisions in the Northern Territory have relatively small populations.
