The statement is required under the Parliamentary Service Determinations and you must provide it within 14 days after the closing date for lodgment of applications for review. If you do not provide a statement your application may be determined in its absence.

The information provided on this form and in your statement will be used by staff assisting the Merit Protection Commissioner to process your application; to enable the Merit Protection Commissioner to decide whether to appoint a Promotion Review Committee to consider your application; and, if so, for the Committee to conduct its review. Provision of the information in this form meets the requirement under the Parliamentary Service Determinations for an application for review of a promotion decision to be in writing. Personal information contained in the form and in your supporting statement may be disclosed to the Committee and staff assisting the Committee and also to the promotee, other applicants for review of the decision, and the department in which the job is located.
