This paper is ampdated version of an earlier paper that was based on the 2006 electoral
division boundaries. Thé0 separateables in this research paper cover a broad range of
census topics and broadly reflect the items frequently requested from the Parliamentary
Library.

Electoral division data used in this papee derived from 2006 Census Collection District
(CCD) data that have been allocated to the 2009 electoral division of best fit and then
summed to create the new electoral divisiofise concordance betwe&CDs and 2009
division is based on Australian Electoral Commission data as at NovembeiTh@@®nsus

data at the CCD levelre subject to confidentialitgdjustments. This means there aneall
differences in the electoral level data in this papbhen compared with the earlier paper
becauseensusdatafor the 2006 electoral divisionsere directly available at the electoral
division level and wrenot subject to small area confidentiality adjustments.

The main features section of the paper describes tminterpret the tables and contains an
overview ofsomeinteresting points from some of the tables.

Data for each characteristic are presentetivo separate tablesThe first table lists each
electoral division alphabetically and shows the simpleevaf the characteristic. The second

table ranks each electoral division on the relative value of the characteristic and in most cases
the characteristic has been standardised (usually as a percentage of some total measure) to
provide a more meaningfule@asure. The ranking is in ascending order, i.e. lowest value to
highest value. A footnote is included with some tables where it is not obvious how a
characteristic has been defined. The political party that holds each division is also shown in
each tableFor the states/territories where there has been a redistribution, the Coalition
(denoted LP/NP)s shown as the political party whereas in the other states/territories the
individual party is shown.

Appendix 1 contains the value and relative value of ehelacteristic for Australia and each
state and territory. This allows an individual electorate to be compared against the Australia
or state/territory average. However it should be noted that electorate level data do not sum to

A outer metropolitan divisions comprise areas ofen@cent suburban expansion

A provincial divisions comprise areas with a majority of enrolments in major provincial
cities, or in noAmetropolitan urban conglomeratesd

A rural divisions comprise areas without a majority of enrolments in major provoitcs.

Mainfeatures

The seven divisions with the lowest population comprise all the divisions in Tasmania and
the Northern Terrdry.

Tasmania retains five electoral divisions due todbrwstitutional provision that guarantees a
mi ni mum of five seats in the House of Repres

The calculation of representation entitlement that last occurrédbmary 200 resulted in
the Northern Territory having a quota of just over, X&sulting in an entitlement of two
seats. Consequentlythe two divisions in the Northern Territory have relatively small
populations.
