The purpose of the 2023-24 Portfolio Budget Statements (PB Statements) is to inform Senators 
and Members of Parliament of the proposed allocation of resources to government 
outcomes by entities within the portfolio. Entities receive resources from the annual 
appropriations acts, special appropriations (including standing appropriations and special 
accounts), and revenue from other sources. 

A key role of the PB Statements is to facilitate the understanding of proposed annual 
appropriations in Appropriation Bills (No. 1 and No. 2) 2023-24 (or Appropriation 
(Parliamentary Departments) Bill (No. 1) 2023-24 for the parliamentary departments). In 
this sense, the PB Statements are Budget related papers and are declared by the 
Appropriation Acts to be ‘relevant documents’ to the interpretation of the Acts according to 
section 15AB of the Acts Interpretation Act 1901.

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Section 3: Budgeted financial statements 

Section 3 presents budgeted financial statements which provide a comprehensive snapshot 
of entity finances for the 2023-24 budget year, including the impact of budget measures and 
resourcing on financial statements. 

3.1 Budgeted financial statements 
3.1.1 Explanatory notes and analysis of budgeted financial statements 
The department expects to finish the 2022-23 financial year with a total comprehensive loss 
of $1.2m. The department expects total employee benefits of $22.8m in line with the budget 
estimate reported in the 2022-23 Portfolio Budget Statements (PBS).  Supplier expenses are 
forecast to be $5.1m, $0.8m above the budget estimate reported in the 2022-23 PBS.   

The department received approval to make an additional loss of $0.8m.  This amount was 
approved in the 2019-20 Budget round to support the Parliament to host the Conference of 
Speakers and Presiding Officers of the Commonwealth (CSPOC) in January 2022.  Due to 
the impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic, this conference was rescheduled and held in 
January 2023. Expenses associated with hosting the conference were therefore incurred in 
2022-23, rather than in 2021-22. 

The full range of the Parliament’s travel-related activities has recommenced, following 
several years of decreased activity due to the impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic. These 
activities have included committee-related domestic and international travel, and the 
official incoming and outgoing delegation programs. The department continues to make 
use of video conferencing, where appropriate, to support committee meetings and virtual 
conferences. Technologies will continue to be investigated to enhance these capabilities, 
using existing funding. 

The department continues to provide a booking service and hospitality for school groups 
visiting Parliament House. Funds are provided through administered funding and 
expenditure is shown at Table 3.7. 

The department’s balance sheet remains in a strong position with sufficient cash reserves to 
cover its liabilities.  Depreciation and amortisation expenses are not funded as part of 
operating revenue as the department can make a loss up to these amounts.   

The department has chosen to no longer receive a contribution through equity for its 
departmental capital budget, and for these amounts to be received as departmental 
appropriations. This is primarily due to the transition of systems to the cloud and the 
accounting treatment to recognise these expenses. These changes are shown at Table 3.5. 
All unused capital budgets from prior years have been moved to future years’ 
departmental appropriations.
