National Bushfire Recovery Agency 

Roles and Functions 

1. provide strategic leadership and coordination for Commonwealth supported 
recovery and rebuild activities in communities affected by bushfire; 

2. build on the effective working relationships with state, territory and local 
governments, including their recovery and reconstruction bodies, to work with 
stakeholders in bushfire affected communities and relevant Commonwealth 
agencies to inform and integrate recovery and rebuild activities; 

3. consult directly with communities, understand their needs and aspirations and 
communicate this bock to Government; 

4. ensure affected communities have ready access to meaningful support and ore 
aware of all available support services, including by providing clear, effective and 
visible communication on the Commonwealth support available to affected 
communities; 

5. provide advice to the Prime Minister, the Minister for Water Resources, Drought, Rural 
Finance, Natural Disaster and Emergency Management, and other relevant Ministers, 
on: 

a. the administration of the Notional Bushfire Recovery Fund; 

b. how existing and new Commonwealth policies and programs con best 
contribute to the recovery and rebuild efforts in bushfire affected areas; 

c. the economic and social impacts of bushfire on affected communities, in 
consultation with relevant agencies across levels of government; 

6. design, develop, consult on and coordinate the delivery of a long-term pion for the 
recovery, rebuild and resilience of bushfire affected communities; 

7. monitor the progress of recovery and rebuild efforts notionally and to report regularly 
on progress, obstacles and solutions to ensure the rebuild progresses effectively; and 

8. undertake other relevant tasks the Prime Minister may require. 
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
