In 2021, when
we did 45,353, we had access to 311 members. The following year
we had access to 300 and did 43,084. And, at 30 June 2023, there
were 277 members, for 42,862.

| wish to clarify my evidence to confirm that the figures | provided for 2021 and 2022
excluded the President and judicial Deputy Presidents, but the figure | provided for 2023
included these judicial members. If the President and judicial Deputy Presidents are
excluded from the figure | gave, as at 30 June 2023, there were 266 AAT members.
