The commitee met from 9.00am un�l 10.15pm

Papua New Guinea; 
• Roll-out of projects under the Disaster Ready Fund; 
• Insurance Council of Australia and funding for long-term resilience projects; 
• Budget funding for infrastructure reconstruction programs;  
• Skills development of disaster management public service roles; and 
• Cyclone Jasper recovery efforts.

• Counter-terrorism exercises; 
• Counter ransomware initiative; 
• MoU between Australia and Israel on cybersecurity; 
• Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps; 
• Foreign interference; 
• Alleged activity of the Chinese Ministry of Public Security in Australia (including Operation 

Fox Hunt); and 
• Democracy taskforce.
