Leave) Bill 2022 be referred immediately to the Education and Employment 
Legislation Committee for inquiry and report by 1 September 2022 (see appendix 1 
for a statement of reasons for referral); 

(b) the Social Security (Administration) Amendment (Repeal of Cashless Debit Card 
and Other Measures) Bill 2022 be referred immediately to the Community Affairs 
Legislation Committee but was unable to reach agreement on a reporting date 
(see appendix 2 for a statement of reasons for referral); and 

(c) the Social Services Legislation Amendment (Enhancing Pensioner and Veteran 
Workforce Participation) Bill 2022 be referred immediately to the Community 
Affairs Legislation Committee for inquiry and report by 30 September 2022 (see 
appendix 3 for a statement of reasons for referral).
