Arts income, particularly in remote areas,
is often one of the few forms of enterprise available and is especially significant for visual
artists who can earn income and contribute to their communities.

In particular we ask that the Government:

D delete clause 11
0 remove the requirement that artists be identified at the time of commercial resale
D reduce the threshold from $1,000 to $500 inclusive of all fees, charges and taxes
