Photovoltaic Rebate Program (PVRP)

Description of the programme:

Photovoltaic systems convert sunlight into electricity. Under the Photovoltaic Rebate Program (PVRP), which commenced on 1 January 2000, cash rebates are now available to householders and owners of community use buildings who install grid-connected or stand-alone photovoltaic systems.

Rebates are provided for PV systems installed on community use buildings, such as schools, providing that the installation can be demonstrated to have educational and interpretative merit. Assessment of the educational/interpretative merit is based on the education, extension, promotion, interpretation and demonstration activities to be undertaken by the applicant. 

Up to $1 million will be offered to residential property developers to support the installation of photovoltaic systems over 2003/04 to 2004/05.

Number of people directly receiving funds/assistance under the programme

As of 29 February 2004, the Photovoltaic Rebate Program has been responsible for the installation of 4,953 systems.
