Digital Content

The Broadband Production Initiative administered by the AFC is a Commonwealth program to underwrite the production of new content for broadband. It represents a commitment of $2.1 million over three years and now has a year to run.

1. What is the Government planning to do to address the issues of content development in the new digital environment?
Answer: 

The Government’s 2004 IT Election Policy noted that ‘the development of compelling digital content and applications will be a key driver in promoting the take up of a range of new technologies, including broadband, interactive television and next generation mobile phones by consumers and businesses in Australia.’ It committed to ‘developing a comprehensive Digital Content Strategy supported by the Digital Content Industry Action Agenda to accelerate the production of digital content.’
The Government is currently supporting the Digital Content Industry Action Agenda, through the Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts and the Department of Industry, Tourism and Resources.

The Action Agenda is an industry initiative, with the assistance of government. It is coordinated by a Strategic Industry Leaders Group, which is currently developing proposals for the future of the Digital Content Industry. This includes key areas, such as investment and financing, exports, skills and training and research and development. As part of its broad-ranging activity, the Action Agenda is also considering relationships between publicly-funded cultural bodies which produce and collect content and the Digital Content Industry.

Through its support for several agencies, including the ABC, SBS, the Australia Council, the Australian Film Commission, the national collecting institutions and the Australian Film, Television and Radio School, the Government makes a significant contribution to the direct production of digital content. These bodies are extensively involved in an extremely wide range of activities in the digital environment, including funding of digital production, digitisation of existing content and production of new digital content. They are also addressing the need for sophisticated skills and training to equip practitioners for the new digital environment.

These include extension of the Film Licensed Investment Company Scheme (FLIC) and a review of the key provisions of Divisions 10B and 10BA of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1936 (ITAA) to improve certainty for investors and to ensure that these provisions are operating effectively. In addition, the Government has committed to amend section 79D of the ITAA (which deals with limitations on deduction for foreign income) to prevent its application to Divisions 10B and 10BA, and to work with the Australian Taxation Office to ensure that timely product rulings are issued in relation to film investments.

2. As outlined in A World Class Australian Film Industry, the FLIC scheme is expected to result in a cost to revenue in 2006-07 and 2007-08.

During the 2004 election campaign, the Government announced it would provide funding contributions towards the upgrade of these sporting facilities. The Government is now implementing these commitments.

The Department of Communications, Information Technology and the Arts has commenced discussions with the proponents of the various proposals to negotiate suitable funding agreements, including acquittal processes.
