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13. Defined terms & interpretation

13.1 Defined terms

The following words have these meanings in this Agreement unless the contrary intention appears:

Agreement means this agreement and includes all schedules, annexures and attachments to it.

AIS means the Australian Institute of Sport, a division of the ASC.

AIS Induction and Screening Program means the AIS’ induction and screening program under which the AIS provides induction information and conducts medical, psychological and other assessments of AIS scholarship athletes during the first six weeks of the AIS Scholarship Program.

AIS Health Care Provider means a Health Care Provider employed or engaged by the AIS.

AIS Scholarship Program means the AIS scholarship program for my sport.

Anti-Doping Rule Violation has the same meaning as in the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy.

ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy means the anti-doping policy approved and adopted by the ASC as amended or replaced from time to time.

Athlete Coach Performance Agreement is the agreement entered into by me with either my Head Coach or Coach.

Athlete Code of Ethics means the code of ethics set out in Schedule 1 and as amended or replaced from time to time.

Coach means the AIS coach allocated to me by the AIS within the AIS Scholarship Program in which I participate.

Commercial Arrangements means sponsorships, endorsements, appearances or similar commercial arrangements. 

Condition means any illness, injury or other physical or mental condition.

Director means the Director of the AIS or any person:

(a) authorised by the Director to exercise a power of the Director; or

(b) delegated a power of the Director, 

whether under this Agreement or in accordance with AIS or ASC policies and procedures.

International Federation means the organisation recognised by the ASC as the international federation for my sport.

Gap means A “gap” rebate associated with payment for scheduled medical services required for injury or illness which has occurred during a designated AIS activity (as per Commonwealth Schedule of Medical Benefits) which private health insurance does not cover;

Head Coach means the person appointed as the Head Coach for the AIS Scholarship Program.

Head, Department of Sports Medicine means the person appointed as the Head, Department of Sports Medicine or any person who is:

(a) authorised by the Head, Department of Sports Medicine to exercise a power of the Head, Department of Sports Medicine; or

(b) is delegated a power of the Head, Department of Sports Medicine, 

whether under this Agreement or in accordance with AIS or ASC policies and procedures.

Health Care Provider includes doctors, specialists, consultants, psychologists, physiotherapists and other therapists or practitioners who provide services related to physical and mental health.
Intellectual Property means all current and future registered and unregistered rights in respect of patents, copyright, designs, circuit layouts, trade marks, trade secrets, know-how, confidential information and all other intellectual property as defined in Article 2 of the convention establishing the World Intellectual Property Organisation 1967.

IT&T Equipment or Services means information technology and telecommunications equipment or services and includes computer hardware, software, Internet and Intranet access and service provision, telephones and mobile telephones, SMS messaging and voice mail.
National Sporting Organisation means the organisation recognised by the ASC as the national sporting organisation for each sport.

Personal Information has the same meaning as in the Privacy Act 1988 (Cth).

Public Relations Activities include media, promotional or other activities as directed by the ASC from time to time.

Scholarship Benefits means the scholarship benefits listed in Schedule 2.

Term means the period specified on the front page of this Agreement..

13.2 Interpretation

In this agreement, except where the context otherwise requires:

(a) the singular includes the plural and vice versa, and a gender includes other genders;

(b) a reference to A$, $A, dollar or $ is to Australian currency;

(c) a reference to time is to the Australian Capital Territory, Australia time;

(d) a reference to a party is to a party to this agreement, and a reference to a party to a document includes the party's executors, administrators, successors and permitted assigns and substitutes;

(e) a reference to a person includes a natural person, partnership, body corporate, association, governmental or local authority or agency or other entity; 

(f) a reference to a statute, ordinance, code or other law includes regulations and other instruments under it and consolidations, amendments, re‑enactments or replacements of any of them;

(g) the meaning of general words is not limited by specific examples introduced by including, for example or similar expressions; and

(h) a reference to any legislation or statutory instrument or regulation is construed in accordance with the Acts Interpretation Act 1901 (Cth) or the equivalent State or Territory legislation, as applicable. 

13.3 Headings

Headings are for ease of reference only and do not affect interpretation.

14. Advice in relation to this Agreement

I acknowledge that, prior to my signing this Agreement, I was advised by the ASC that I should obtain independent advice in relation to it and that I was given a reasonable opportunity to obtain that advice if I wished to do so.

15. AIS Scholarship Benefits

Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the AIS will provide to me the Scholarship Benefits listed in Schedule 2 for the Term of this Agreement.

16. Athlete's undertakings

16.1 Compliance with this Agreement, AIS policies and directions

I acknowledge and agree that, during the Term of this Agreement, I am required to comply with:

(a) the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

(b) the Athlete’s Code of Ethics;

(c) all policies and procedures of the ASC and the AIS as notified to me before or during the Term; and

(d) the directions of the Director, my Head Coach and my Coach.

16.2 Selection for representative teams

I represent and agree that:

(a) I am an Australian citizen, or I am currently taking all reasonable steps to become an Australian citizen;

(b) I will, during the Term of this Agreement and for a period of two years after the expiry or termination of this Agreement, make myself available to represent Australia in international competition if selected to do so. This requirement ceases to apply to me if I formally retire from international competition in accordance with the procedures for retirement established by the National Sporting Organisation for my sport; and

(c) I will not represent any other country during the Term of this Agreement and for at least two years after the expiry or termination of this Agreement.

16.3 Citizenship

I represent and agree that if I am currently taking all reasonable steps to become an Australian citizen pursuant to clause 4.2(a), I will notify the AIS as soon as possible after I am either granted Australian citizenship or declined Australian citizenship.

17. Medical treatment, medical information and personal information

17.1 Disclosure of medical information

I represent and agree that:

(a) I have disclosed to the AIS:

(i) full details of all Conditions which have affected my training or my performance in competition in the past; and

(ii) the names and addresses of all Health Care Providers who I have consulted in respect of such Conditions;

(b) during the Term, I will disclose the following information to the Head, Department of Sports Medicine, or any Health Care Provider appointed by the AIS, as soon as possible:

(i) full details of all Conditions which affect or may affect my training or my performance in competition;

(ii) full details of all medications, vitamins, and supplements that I take, use or are administered to me; and

(iii) the names and addresses of all Health Care Providers that I have consulted in respect of Conditions which affect or may affect my training or performance in competition.

17.2 Authorisation regarding medical information

I authorise, during the Term:

(a) the Head, Department of Sports Medicine to obtain any information considered relevant, from any Health Care Provider who I have consulted or will consult, in respect of a Condition which may affect my training or performance in competition;

(b) each Health Care Provider who I have consulted or will consult in respect of a Condition which may adversely affect my health or my training or performance in competition to provide and release any information considered relevant to the Head, Department of Sports Medicine;

(c) any AIS Health Care Provider who I have consulted or who I will consult to provide and release to the Head, Department of Sports Medicine any information or evidence obtained during such a consultation that indicates that:

(i) I may have committed an Anti-Doping Rule Violation; or 

(ii) another person may have committed an Anti-Doping Rule Violation;

(d) any AIS Health Care Provider that I have consulted or who I will consult to provide and release information relevant to any Condition that I may suffer to the Head, Department of Sports Medicine, should they consider that:

(i) the Condition has the potential to adversely affect my health;

(ii) the Condition has the potential to adversely affect my training or performance in competition; or

(iii) consultation with another Health Care Provider is appropriate for the treatment or management of the Condition;

(e) the Head, Department of Sports Medicine to provide and release:

(i) details of any Condition referred to in clauses 5.2(a), (b) and (d); and

(ii) information or evidence referred to in clause 5.2(c), 

to any Health Care Provider, the Director, my Head Coach, my Coach and any other ASC or AIS personnel having a need to know this information for the purpose of administering the AIS Scholarship Program; and

(f) the AIS to retain any medical information obtained in respect of me and the results of any tests or examinations carried out on me for use in research and publication in medical or scientific papers provided that such publication is done in such a way that my identity is not disclosed.

17.3 Authority to release

I must create, sign, execute or otherwise deal with any document which may be necessary to give effect to clause 5.2.

17.4 Provision of medical services

I acknowledge and agree that, during the Term of this Agreement:

(a) I remain primarily responsible for my own health care;

(b) the AIS may, at its discretion, provide certain medical services using AIS Health Care Providers to assist me to participate in the AIS Scholarship Program;

(c) subject to clause 5.4(d), the AIS will not meet the cost of medical services provided to me by non-AIS Health Care Providers, but may, at its discretion, reimburse the Gap payable by me for medical services provided by non-AIS Health Care Providers; and

(d) the AIS does not provide ancillary medical, dental and optical services.

17.5 Personal information

I acknowledge and agree that:

(a) the AIS collects Personal Information when considering applications for admission to the AIS Scholarship Program and while administering the AIS Scholarship Program;

(b) the AIS may store Personal Information that it has collected regarding me in any form and the Director and any AIS officers, employees, agents or contractors authorised by the Director may access this Personal Information;

(c) the AIS may disclose Personal Information that it has collected regarding me to third parties for the purposes of:

(i) investigating possible Anti-Doping Rule Violations under the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy or other sporting organisation’s anti-doping policies;

(ii) administering and enforcing the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy;

(iii) assisting other sporting organisations in the administration and enforcement of their anti-doping policies; and

(iv) reporting on the administration and enforcement of the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy or other sporting organisation’s anti-doping policies to governmental and non-governmental organisations who have a legitimate interest in anti-doping activities, in Australia and elsewhere;

(d) the AIS may disclose Personal Information that it has collected regarding me to the:

(i) Australian Olympic Committee;

(ii) the National Sporting Organisation and International Federation for my sport; 

(iii) my State or Territory institute or academy of sport, if I also hold a scholarship with such an organisation;

(iv) the Australian Sports Drug Agency;

(v) the World Anti-Doping Agency; and 

(vi) any other sporting organisation of which I am a member,

for the purposes of those organisations taking administrative, selection, de-selection or disciplinary action;

(e) the AIS may disclose Personal Information that it has collected regarding me to third parties where that information is of a general and biographical nature, in response to requests for information of this type, or as a part of the ASC or the AIS’ public relations activities including placing this information on its Internet and Intranet web sites. Such information may include:

(i) my name; 

(ii) date of birth; 

(iii) home State or Territory;

(iv) my sport and sporting event(s);

(v) competition results; 

(vi) career highlights; and

(vii) personal hobbies and interests; and  

(f) the AIS may disclose Personal Information collected regarding me (including the results of sports science tests) being used as part of collective data by the AIS for research and publication purposes, provided that my identity is not disclosed.

18. Coaching 

I acknowledge and agree that I am required to:

(a) comply with the training requirements for my AIS Scholarship Program as directed by my Head Coach or Coach;

(b) maintain the fitness level as specified and expected by my Head Coach and Coach;

(c) demonstrate consistency and self-discipline in and out of training sessions, showing:

(i) the desire and intention to perform at an elite level; and 

(ii) achieve top international performances in competition;

(d) comply with the requirements of the Athlete Coach Performance Agreement (if any) that I may enter into;

(e) wear, at the request of the Director, my Head Coach or Coach, the official uniform of the AIS Scholarship Program or any other uniform of the AIS or its sponsors; and

(f) travel to and depart from any competition approved by the AIS upon the dates and in the manner determined by the AIS.

19. Anti-doping and the use of the AIS’ facilities and equipment

19.1 ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy

I acknowledge and agree that:

(a) I have been given a copy of the ASC's Anti-Doping Policy and an opportunity to read it; and

(b) during the Term of this Agreement, I will be subject to, and I will comply with, the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy. 

19.2 Search and seizure

I acknowledge and agree that:

(a) I will comply with all reasonable directions given to me by the AIS or its authorised representatives during any search undertaken in accordance with this clause 7.2;

(b) the AIS or its authorised representatives may, at any time and without prior notice, enter any premises or room owned, leased or otherwise provided by the AIS (including any room in which I reside and any premises or room that I lease using money provided to me by the AIS for this purpose) and conduct any property search that the AIS or its authorised representatives deem fit;

(c) where a search is conducted under clause 7.2(b), or where a representative of the AIS is otherwise lawfully present in a premises or room, the AIS may take possession of any goods, materials, documents, electronic information or substances found by the representative, including those found in my possession, where the representative in his or her opinion believes that the possession of such items by a person may be a breach of any AIS policy, the ASC Anti-Doping Policy, any applicable law or any applicable anti-doping policy of another organisation;

(d) that evidence of the results of a search conducted under clause 7.2(b) or the seizure of any goods, materials, documents, electronic information or substances by the AIS under clause 7.2(c), including any items found in my possession, may be used against me in any investigation or proceeding; and

(e) that the AIS may disclose the results of a search conducted under clause 7.2(b) and/or provide the items seized under clause 7.2(c) to the ASC, any law enforcement agency, the Australian Olympic Committee, the Australian Sports Drug Agency, the World Anti-Doping Agency, the Court of Arbitration for Sport, the National Sporting Organisation for my sport, the International Federation for my sport, my State or Territory institute or academy of sport (if I also hold a scholarship with such an organisation), and any other sporting organisation of which I am a member.

19.3 AIS IT&T Equipment or Services

I acknowledge and agree that, where the AIS provides IT&T Equipment or Services for my use:

(a) I must not use the IT&T Equipment or Services to:

(i) download, upload, post, email, SMS text or otherwise transmit any content that is unlawful, threatening, abusive, defamatory, obscene, offensive, invasive of another's privacy, or which is objectionable on racial, sexual or other grounds;

(ii) impersonate any person or entity, including an officer or employee of the ASC or the AIS, or make misleading representations about an affiliation or association with any person or entity; or

(iii) breach any law in force in Australia or any other country, or breach any policy of the ASC or the AIS;

(b) the AIS or its authorised representatives may, at any time and without prior notice, access, examine and search the IT&T Equipment or Services and, where relevant, reproduce and store content and other information of any kind found during such an examination or search;

(c) I must provide the AIS or its authorised representatives all assistance required to access, examine and search the IT&T Equipment or Services under clause 7.3(b);

(d) evidence of the results of an examination or search conducted under clause 7.3(b) may be used against me in any investigation or proceeding; and

(e) the AIS may disclose the results of an examination or search conducted under clause 7.3(b) and/or provide evidence of the results of an examination or search under clause 7.3(b) to the ASC, any law enforcement agency, the Australian Olympic Committee, the Australian Sports Drug Agency, the World Anti-Doping Agency, the Court of Arbitration for Sport, the National Sporting Organisation for my sport, the International Federation for my sport, my State or Territory institute or academy of sport (if I also hold a scholarship with such an organisation), and any other sporting organisation of which I am a member.

20. Public relations, sponsorship and Intellectual Property Rights

20.1 Public relations

I acknowledge and agree that, during the Term, if requested to do so by the AIS I will participate in up to six (or more if I agree) Public Relations Activities each year. 

20.2 Fees and expenses in participating in Public Relations Activities

My participation in these Public Relations Activities will be free of charge to the AIS, although the AIS will pay for any reasonable expenses I incur that I would not otherwise have incurred.

20.3 Commercial Arrangements

I acknowledge and agree that I am required, during the Term, to:

(a) within 30 days of signing this Agreement, disclose in writing to the Director, through my Head Coach or Coach, details of any of my existing Commercial Arrangements including details of the other parties and any provisions that may conflict with my obligations under this Agreement;

(b) obtain the prior written approval of the Director before I enter into or agree to perform new Commercial Arrangements or public relations, media or promotional activities;

(c) not agree to any new Commercial Arrangements where the terms may be inconsistent with this Agreement; 

(d) comply with the requirements of any sponsorship agreement entered into by the AIS for the benefit of the AIS, except where the requirements of that sponsorship agreement conflict with any existing Commercial Arrangement that I have disclosed under clause 8.3(a); and 

20.4 Model consent

I consent to the use by the AIS in print, digital and electronic media, of photographic, sound and video images of me, my image, my likeness and my name for the purpose of promoting the AIS and the ASC.

20.5 Intellectual Property Rights

I acknowledge and agree that:

(a) either during or after the Term of this Agreement I will not infringe any of the ASC's or the AIS's Intellectual Property Rights;

(b) ownership of all Intellectual Property Rights created by me under or in connection with this Agreement vest, on their creation, in the ASC; and

(c) I must create, sign, execute or otherwise deal with any document which may be necessary to give effect to this clause 8.5. 

20.6 Media and public statements

I acknowledge and agree that I will not, without the prior written approval of the Director or any person authorised by the Director for such purpose:

(a) supply any information by any means to the media; 

(b) grant any interview to the media; or

(c) make any other public statement, 

relating to the activities or policies of the AIS or the ASC.

21. Performance management, disciplinary issues and termination of the Agreement

21.1 AIS Induction and Initial Screening Program

I acknowledge and agree that, at any time during the AIS Induction and Initial Screening Program, either the AIS or I can terminate this Agreement with immediate effect by giving written notice to the other party. For the avoidance of doubt, neither the AIS nor I will be required to give reasons for terminating the Agreement during the AIS Induction and Initial Screening Program.

21.2 Disciplinary offences

I acknowledge and agree that, if:

(a) I breach the terms and conditions of this Agreement;

(b) I breach the Athlete Code of Ethics;

(c) any of the representations that I have made in clauses 4 and 5 of this Agreement are to my knowledge untrue or incomplete in any material respect;

(d) I knowingly mislead the ASC or the AIS during the Term of this Agreement by providing information that is untrue or incomplete in any material respect; or

(e) I am found by the ASC or the AIS to have otherwise behaved inappropriately or to have behaved in a way that may bring the ASC or the AIS into disrepute,

the AIS may take action against me in accordance with clause 9.3.

21.3 Disciplinary action

I acknowledge and agree that, if I am found by the AIS to have behaved in a manner described in clause 9.2, the AIS may, at its discretion:

(a) issue any specific direction(s) to me relevant to my conduct that the AIS considers appropriate in the circumstances, including but not limited to directing me:

(i) to make a verbal or written apology;

(ii) to remain on the AIS campus for a specific period; and 

(iii) to provide assistance to one of the AIS’ affiliated charitable organisations;

(b) exclude me from participating in particular activities of the AIS Scholarship Program;

(c) suspend the Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement, in whole or in part, for a period determined by the AIS, by giving me written notice setting out the affected Scholarship Benefits and the period of suspension;

(d) vary or reduce the Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement by giving me written notice setting out the variation or reduction;

(e) terminate this Agreement with immediate effect by giving me written notice; and/or

(f) withhold money otherwise payable to me under this Agreement, or require me to repay to the AIS the whole or part of any money previously paid to me under this Agreement, or require me to repay to the AIS the cost to the AIS of any Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement as determined by the AIS. 

21.4 Repayment by Athlete 

If, in accordance with clause 9.3(f), the AIS requires me to repay:

(a) money previously paid to me under this Agreement; or 

(b) the cost to the AIS of Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement, 

the AIS will give me written notice setting out the amount payable by me and that amount will be a debt due and payable by me to the AIS that may be enforced by the AIS. 

21.5 Medical conditions

I acknowledge and agree that, should any Condition prevent me from participating in the full AIS Scholarship Program, or adversely affect my performance in competition, the AIS may, at its discretion:

(a) terminate this Agreement with immediate effect by giving me written notice;

(b) suspend the Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement, in whole or in part, for a period determined by the AIS, by giving me written notice setting out the affected Scholarship Benefits and the period of suspension; and/or

(c) vary or reduce the Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement by giving me written notice setting out the variation or reduction.

21.6 Termination, suspension or variation without cause

I acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the AIS or the ASC may, at its discretion:

(a) terminate this Agreement by giving me written notice no less than 28 days before the effective date of termination;

(b) suspend the Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement, in whole or in part, for a period determined by the AIS, by giving me written notice setting out the affected Scholarship Benefits and the period of suspension no less than 28 days before the suspension takes effect; and/or

(c) vary or reduce the Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement by giving me written notice setting out the variation or reduction no less than 28 days before the variation or reduction takes effect.

For the avoidance of doubt, the AIS will not be required to give reasons for taking action under this clause 9.6. 

21.7 Termination by the Athlete

I acknowledge and agree that:

(a) I may terminate this Agreement by giving written notice to the Director, setting out my reasons for terminating the Agreement, no less than 28 days before the effective date of termination;

(b) if, in the Director’s reasonable opinion, I do not have reasonable grounds for terminating this Agreement, the AIS may require me to repay to the AIS money previously paid to me under this Agreement, or repay the cost to the AIS of any Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement as determined by the AIS; and

(c) if the AIS requires me to repay money previously paid to me under this Agreement, or repay the cost to the AIS of Scholarship Benefits provided to me under this Agreement, the AIS will give me written notice setting out the amount payable by me and that amount will be a debt due and payable by me to the AIS that may be enforced by the AIS. 

21.8 Survival

I acknowledge and agree that clauses 4, 5, 7, 8 and 9 of this Agreement will survive its termination or expiry.

22. Liability of the AIS

22.1 Release

I agree to release:

(a) the ASC, its officers, employees, agents and contractors from and against any liability to me for any injury or illness including death that I may suffer; and

(b) the ASC, its officers, employees, agents and contractors from and against any liability to me for any loss of or damage to my property or to property for which I am responsible in connection with this Agreement.

22.2 Indemnity

I agree to indemnify the ASC, its officers, employees, agents and contractors against all costs, damages, losses, liabilities and expenses that I may sustain or incur as a result, whether directly or indirectly, of:

(a) any breach of this Agreement by me; or

(b) any loss of or damage to any property or injury to or death of any person caused by any negligent act or omission or wilful misconduct by me.

22.3 No requirement to incur expenses 

The ASC need not incur expense or make payment before enforcing its right of indemnity under this clause 10.

23. Varying this Agreement

23.1 Variation by AIS

I acknowledge and agree that:

(a) the AIS may vary this Agreement by giving me written notice no less than 28 days before the date that the variation will take effect; and

(b) that I may exercise my right to terminate this Agreement in accordance with clause 9.7 at any time during the 28 days before the variation takes effect.

23.2 Variation by agreement 

Subject to clause 11.1, this Agreement may only be varied by agreement in writing between the AIS and me.

23.3 Hand amendments

I acknowledge and agree that this Agreement should not be amended by hand. Hand amendments will have no effect unless they are initialled by the AIS and me, irrespective of when the hand amendment was made and whether or not one of the parties executed this Agreement after the hand amendment was made.

24. Miscellaneous

24.1 Severability

Part or all of any provision of this Agreement that is illegal or unenforceable may be severed from this Agreement and the remaining part or provisions of this Agreement continue in force.

24.2 No employment, agency or partnership relationship

I acknowledge and agree that this Agreement does not create a relationship of employment, agency or partnership between:

(a) the AIS and me; and

(b) the ASC and me.

24.3 Assignment 

I acknowledge and agree that I must not novate, assign or transfer, or attempt to novate, assign or transfer this Agreement or any right or obligation under this Agreement.

24.4 Waiver

I acknowledge and agree that the failure of the AIS to require performance by me of any obligation under this Agreement is not a waiver of its right:

(a) to claim damages for breach of that obligation; and

(b) at any other time to require performance of that or any other obligation under this Agreement,

unless written notice to that effect is given by the ASC or the AIS.

24.5 Entire agreement

I acknowledge and agree that this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the ASC and me in relation to my AIS Scholarship, and supersedes any prior understandings, representations, negotiations and agreements, given or made by either the ASC or me.

24.6 Governing law

This Agreement is governed by the law in force in the Australian Capital Territory. 

 - Athlete Code of Ethics

Athletes must:

(a) abide by all policies of the ASC and the AIS notified to them from time to time;

(b) neither possess nor use illegal or prohibited drugs or other substances (either at law or under the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy);

(c) not use legal or permissible drugs and other substances (either at law or under the ASC’s Anti-Doping Policy) in an irresponsible or dangerous manner;

(d) work towards the attainment of their full potential in their sport;

(e) work diligently and effectively in their studies and/or occupation;

(f) occupy their time gainfully outside of their sport to a degree and in a manner expected of them by the AIS;

(g) comply with the training requirements of their AIS Scholarship Program as specified by the AIS’ coaches and accept and respond in a positive manner to the AIS coaches direction and feedback; 

(h) maintain personal habits of health and behaviour conducive to sporting excellence;

(i) abide by the spirit, as well as the letter, of the rules of their sport;

(j) accept victory and defeat with dignity and grace;

(k) behave and dress in a dignified manner when representing the AIS both on and off the competition arena;

(l) wear the official AIS uniform designated for my sport when in competition and at other official functions; and

(m) cooperate with the ASC and the AIS in establishing and conducting a quality sports program.

RESIDENTIAL PROGRAMS

· Reimbursement of ACE approved education expenses as outlined in the Institute’s ACE schedule (from time to time);

· Medical treatment by the Institute’s practitioners where available for injury or illness which has occurred during a designated AIS activity;

· A “gap” rebate associated with payment for scheduled medical services required for injury or illness which has occurred during a designated AIS activity (as per Commonwealth Schedule of Medical Benefits) which private health insurance does not cover, may be provided at the AIS’s discretion.

Senator Lundy asked:

Under formal reporting requirements under the Occupational Health and Safety Act 1989 it was reported that one serious injury was reported, when was this reported, what was the nature of the injury, is the ASC liable for compensation and has the incident been finalised? 

Answer: 

The one serious injury referred to in the 2003-2004 Annual Report occurred on 28th June 2004, and is still continuing under a claim that was lodged and accepted by Comcare. 

1. The incident occurred within a gymnasium at the ASC on the evening of the 28th June 2004.
2. A staff member, who was undertaking coaching duties with an athlete, had a ruptured aorta.

3. The medical evidence identified that the injury was brought about by a sudden rise in blood pressure, and could have happened at any time.
4. The staff member led a healthy lifestyle prior to the incident, and was on no medication.

5. A critical incident report was made and all other staff and athletes present were provided counselling and support.

6. The case is ongoing as the Doctor has deemed the staff member unable to return to work for a 12 month period.

7. The situation will be assessed by the relevant Doctors, and will be managed accordingly.

Senator Lundy asked:

When was the agreement reached between the ASC and CRC for the creation and establishment of SportZCo Pty Ltd? What products in the line of sports-monitoring products have been created and or marketed for use? 

Answer: 

· In November 2002, the ASC agreed in principle with the CRC for Microtechnology that, based on previous and future project contributions, we would share equally the risks and rewards of commercial exploitation of the sports monitoring technology being co developed by AIS scientists and CRC engineers.
· On the 8th of April 2004, formal agreement was reached between the ASC and the CRC for the ASC to become equal shareholders in SportZCo Pty Ltd, a company previously established and solely owned by the CRC. At this time the ASC also appointed two directors.

· Products for monitoring boxing, rowing, swimming, running and team sports such as rugby union have so far been developed. The farthest advanced of these is the Rover™, a rowing monitoring device that was used by Australian Olympic rowers in the lead up to the Athens Olympic Games. Traqua™, the swimming monitoring device is in use by swimmers at the AIS. SportZCo is currently in negotiations with third parties capable of manufacturing and marketing these products.
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
