Senator Carr asked:

….Is it true that there were clauses deleted from the contract which actually protected the Archives?.....The relevant employee that was subject to the prosecution deleted those clauses – is that true?......If the claim I am making is correct, when was it noticed that there had been clauses deleted from the standard contract?....Was this in the annual report?......Can you confirm for me the reference in the annual report to the original consultancy?

Answer: 

One clause relating to the provision of a bank guarantee was deleted from the standard contract as the financial statement of the firm involved, 3i Consulting, had been sighted. The Archives agreed to this deletion during contract negotiations.

The contract was reported in the Archives’ 2002-03 Annual Report on page 129. 
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
