As part of the Council's 2005 reorganisation, new media arts programs in 2005-2006 were offered through the Inter-Arts Office. The attached report (Attachment A) identifies the Inter-Arts funding decisions to date.

Funding programs for new media art in 2006-2007 reflect the reorganisation of the Australia Council. New media activity formerly supported through the New Media Arts Board will now be funded through the Visual Arts Board grant categories and through two Music Board categories:  New Work (new media) and the Skills and Arts Development New Media Residency. Each of those two Council boards has received additional monies to meet their new responsibilities for funding new media art. Hybrid art activity formerly funded through the New Media Arts Board will be funded through a range of programs offered by the Inter-Arts Office, including the Hybrid Art Program, the Hybrid Art Fellowship and the Symbiotica and Banff artist residencies. The budget available for all these activities will be the same as the budget allocation in 2005-06, plus 1.4%.

The Key Organisations section will manage continuing funding for the three triennial grant recipients of the former New Media Arts Board.

· Ensemble Gombert Inc (Vic) - $5,000 as a contribution to the recording and manufacture of a CD of the works of Palestrina.

· Jody Harrison Management (WA) - $5,000 as a contribution to the recording and manufacture of a CD of the compositions of David Tunley.
