Are you or the ASC aware of the Be Active program run in South Australia by the South Australian State Government up until last year, providing some $4 million a year in funding to support in-school activities but which was cut by the South Australian Labor Government last year?  It was removing those funds and I assume placing greater demand on the services that the Commonwealth is offering.

With the cessation of the funding for the Be Active, Lets Go program in South Australia, local state education authorities have predicted that there will an increased interest in the Active After-school Communities program from schools.

What proportion of the existing funding for that program has been spent on salaries for coordinators and other things?

Answer: 

In relation to the proportion of existing funding for the Active After-school Communities program, 28.4 per cent has been spent on salaries for coordinators in the 2006-07 financial year.

What proportion of the new funding will be on salaries?

29 per cent of the new funding will be spent on salaries for coordinators of the Active After‑school Communities Program.

Senator Lundy asked:

Can you tell me what proportion of the current funding and the new funding will be spent on paying people who actually deliver these programs?

Answer: 

With regard to the current funding arrangements for the Active After-school Communities Program, 45.3 per cent is dedicated to grants to schools/out of school hour care services and community organisations.

In terms of the new funding arrangements, 44.4 per cent is dedicated to grants to schools/out of school hour care services and community organisations.

These grants cover delivery, purchase of equipment, staff supervision, venue hire and transport costs.

What hourly rate have you set for paying those people to deliver the program?

There is no set hourly rate for people delivering the Active After-school Communities program.  The Australian Sports Commission provides grants to schools and out of school hour care services and they determine what proportion of the funding will be spent on delivery according to the activity that is being provided.

Topic: Active After-school Communities (AASC) Program
Senator Lundy asked:

Given a board member of the Australian Sports Commission, Kieren Perkins, is also a Healthy Active Ambassador, how much does he get paid – and was he excluded from board meetings that considered the Active After-school Communities program, given he has a role in being an active ambassador?

Answer: 

Mr Kieren Perkins OAM is an ambassador for the Active After-school Communities (AASC) program, not the Healthy Active Ambassador project, which is administered by the Department of Health and Ageing.  Mr Perkins was not excluded from Board meetings discussing the general progress of the AASC program.  

For his role as an ambassador for the AASC program, Mr Perkins was paid $90,000 plus travel costs.  In line with the normal governance practices of the Board, Mr Perkins did not participate in discussions or decisions relating the appointment of AASC program ambassadors. 
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
