EFIC’s loans to the Indonesian Government have been rescheduled on three occasions through the Paris Club.  These rescheduling agreements covered payments originally due from Indonesia between August 1998 and December 2003.  In the aftermath of the December 2004 tsunami, the Paris Club provided further debt relief, including deferring payments due in 2005 on previously rescheduled debt.  Australia also decided to not charge interest on those deferred amounts.  
Please note that EFIC’s exposure to Indonesia at 30 June 2006 includes the rescheduled debt of five loans and two export finance guarantee facilities not listed above.  These facilities are not listed  because the non-rescheduled amounts of these facilities have matured.  The exporters of these facilities are Prok Holdings Pty Ltd, LSE Technology Pty Ltd, Transfield Construction Pty Ltd, Morrison Knudsen Corp. of Aust., Honeywell Ltd, and ADI Ltd (two facilities).
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
