Senator Ludwig asked the following question at the hearings of 10 February 2003:
The Government has now released an information paper on the Age Discrimination Bill.  On page 16 of that paper, the Department has stated that it is "consulting with the Department of Employment and Workplace Relations about the possibility of information/advocacy services for younger workers".  

(a) What has been the outcomes of those consultations? 

(b) Minister, does the Government have any plans to put in place such services?"

I am advised that the answer to the honourable Senator's question is as follows:

In developing the Government’s proposals for age discrimination legislation, the Attorney‑General’s Department consulted widely with business organisations, community organisations and all other Departments to assist in developing the new legislation.  Consultations between the Attorney-General's Department and the Department of Employment and Workplace Relations, in relation to information/advocacy services for younger workers, is continuing.

The Government currently provides advice, through the Office for the Employee Advocate (OEA), directly to employers and employees via a 1300 phone number, letter or email.  In performing his or her functions, the Employee Advocate is obliged, under section 83BB(2) of the Workplace Relations Act, to have particular regard to the needs of workers in a disadvantaged bargaining position, which includes young people.  The Attorney-General's Department has been informed by the OEA that, in the last month, a Young Employment Project Manager was appointed to initiate a communication project which aims to increase the availability of information to young people.  In addition, the Government provides funding to 13 community‑based organisations in every State and Territory to give face-to-face independent legal advice to those in a disadvantaged bargaining position.

The Government also supports a range of other services available to young workers.  For example, information on pay and employment conditions can be found on the Department of Employment and Workplace Relations WageNet site (www.wagenet.gov.au).  WageNet has a fact sheet for young workers that covers a range of employment topics including starting work, knowing your rights and responsibilities and where to get assistance.  For help finding out about pay and conditions, young people can also call WageLine on 1300 363 264.  The WageNet site also contains links to employment information provided by a number of State Governments. The Department of Family and Community Services also maintains the Youth Portal (www.youth.gov.au) which contains links to a wide range of programs related to employment.

Senator Ludwig asked the following question at the hearing of 10 February 2003:
Migration privative clause:

I want to ask you about the High Court’s decision in Plaintiff S157/2002 v Commonwealth.  Can you clarify for the Committee that as a result of this decision, a person is not prevented from applying to either the Federal Magistrates Court, the Federal Court or the High Court for prohibition, mandamus or certiorari on the basis of jurisdictional error?

The High Court raised the question (at paragraph 97) whether an application based on jurisdictional error could also be made under the ADJR Act, notwithstanding anything that appears in the Migration Act.  The Court indicated that it did not need to decide the question.  Has the Government taken a position on this?

I am advised that the answer to the honourable Senator's question is as follows:

The High Court’s decision in Plaintiff S157/2002 v Commonwealth unanimously declared that section 474 of the Migration Act 1958 (the privative clause) was constitutionally valid.

The joint majority judgment by Gaudron, McHugh, Gummow, Kirby and Hayne JJ further concluded that the privative clause does not preclude judicial review for jurisdictional error and is not inconsistent with s 75(v) of the Commonwealth Constitution.

The Government is still considering the implications of the decision for Commonwealth legislation, including the ADJR Act.

Senator Ludwig asked the following question at the hearing on 10-11 February 2003:
Also on page 63 of the Annual Report, it states that the Department granted a number of applications for approval of the engagement of counsel at a fee higher than the prescribed rate set out in the Directions on Engagement of Counsel.

Could you break those figures down into the numbers of applications and approvals (indicating whether the approval was at the rate sought or a lower rate) relating to:

a)
counsel assisting the Building Royal Commission;

b)
counsel representing witnesses at the Building Royal Commission;

c)
counsel assisting the HIH Royal Commission; 

d)
counsel representing witnesses at the HIH Royal Commission.

I am advised that the answer to the honourable Senator's question is as follows:

The figures reported on page 63 of the Annual Report relate to the work of OLSC, ie Output 1.2.  They include all approvals given for counsel assisting the Royal Commissions and counsel appearing on behalf of Commonwealth Ministers and Departments.  However, they do not include approvals for assistance to private individuals appearing before or otherwise assisting the Royal Commissions, nor do they include approvals by the Secretary of the Attorney-General's Department for counsel representing the Australian Prudential Regulation Authority at the HIH Royal Commission.  The information set out below deals with all approvals for counsel whose rates required approval by the Attorney-General or the Department.    

a)
There were 13 approvals of rates for counsel assisting the Building and Construction Industry (B&CI) Royal Commission.  Of these approvals, 12 were above the relevant threshold in the Directions on the Engagement of Counsel (the Directions).  

b)
There was one approval of a rate above the relevant threshold in the Directions for counsel representing the Commonwealth at the B&CI Royal Commission.  Approvals of rates for counsel representing individuals appearing before or otherwise assisting the B&CI Royal Commission were the responsibility of the Legal Assistance Branch, Family Law and Legal Assistance Division in the Department. 

The Legal Assistance Branch approved fees in accordance with the guidelines for the Scheme for Financial Assistance for Legal Costs before the Royal Commissions into HIH and Building and Construction Industry.  The maximum fee for junior counsel funded by the Commonwealth under those guidelines is $1,600 per day inclusive of GST, while the maximum fee for senior counsel is $2,400 per day inclusive of GST.  However, the guidelines enable an individual, with the approval of the Legal Assistance Branch, to make a payment to a lawyer in addition to the legal assistance provided by the Commonwealth.  

The Legal Assistance Branch was asked in only a few cases to approve additional payments in relation to the B&CI Royal Commission.   The additional payments are a matter between the individual and the counsel concerned and the Department is not in a position to provide information on the actual amounts paid.  

c)
There were seven approvals of rates above the relevant threshold in the Directions for counsel assisting the HIH Royal Commission.  

d) 
There was one approval of a rate above the relevant threshold in the Directions for the counsel representing the Commonwealth and three Ministers at the HIH Royal Commission.  The Ministers were granted assistance under the Parliamentary Entitlements Regulations.  (Those Regulations have a separate regime for disclosure to the Parliament for approvals granted and payments made.)  

Approvals of rates for counsel representing individuals appearing before or otherwise assisting the HIH Royal Commission were the responsibility of the Legal Assistance Branch (see (b) above).  In almost all cases relating to the HIH Royal Commission,  Legal Assistance Branch received applications to make additional payments and those applications were granted.  As stated in (b) above, the additional payments are a matter between the individual and the counsel concerned and the Department is not in a position to provide information on the actual amounts paid. 

The Secretary approved rates above the relevant threshold in the Directions for three counsel representing the Australian Prudential Regulation Authority at the HIH Royal Commission.  

Almost all counsel engaged to assist the Royal Commissions, or to appear on behalf of Commonwealth parties, were engaged at a rate below, and in many cases significantly below, their normal commercial rate.  In a number of cases negotiations with counsel resulted in agreement on a rate lower than that initially sought by counsel.  Having regard to the manner in which the negotiations were conducted and the time that has elapsed, it is not possible to give precise figures on the number of counsel engaged at a rate lower than initially sought.

Senator Ludwig asked the following question at the hearing of 10 February 2003:
What community legal services or centres are receiving Commonwealth funding this financial year and how much each is budgeted to receive and how much they have actually used?

I am advised that the answer to the honourable Senator's question is as follows:

The attached table provides a list of the community legal centres which are funded by the Commonwealth under the Community Legal Services Funding Program.  The table indicates the full year funding allocated under each Commonwealth sub-program to each centre and the payments provided to date to each centre.  The table does not include payments to centres to provide Regional Law Hotline services.  This information is provided separately in the response to Question on Notice 12.

Centres are funded quarterly in advance.  The final payment to centres for 2002‑03 will be made in April 2003.  It is not possible to identify how much of the Commonwealth’s funds centres have used at this point in time.  Centres provide financial information to funders on a quarterly basis.  A full reconciliation of expenditure against funding for each centre is only undertaken at the end of each financial year.

The table does not include the following Commonwealth funding allocations:

· $84,503 for specialist programs for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Women in Victoria.  The Women’s Legal Service in Victoria has withdrawn from this component of the program and work is underway to secure a new service provider.  

· $74,709 which is available for allocation to another service provider following the decision of the Financial Counselling Service in Brisbane not to seek funding under the program in 2002-03.  

· $58,096 allocated to the Goldfields Community Legal Service in Kalgoorlie for specialist programs for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Women.  The Department is waiting on advice from Kalgoorlie about its funds requirements for projects it is undertaking with these funds.  The Department expects that some proportion of these funds will be available for reallocation.
