The answer to the honourable senator’s question is as follows:   Part A   Since 1 July 2002 until  30  May    -   349 complaints have been  received by  the Commission  under the Sex Discrimination Act.  115 (33%) of these complaints allege direct and/or  indirect pregnancy discrimination   In the financial year 2001 - 02   -  399 complaints were received   under the Sex D iscrimination  Act. 116 (29%) alleged direct and/or indirect pregnancy discrimination.     Part B   Since  1 July 02 until 30 May 03    -  108 complaints alleging pregnancy discrimination have  been finalised:     42  (39%) were settled through conciliation ;   41  (38%) w ere terminated because there was no reasonable prospect of conciliation   12  (11%) were withdrawn by the complainant  ;   9     (8%) were terminated for other reasons including, lacking in substance or over 12  months when lodged ; and   4    (4%) were closed beca use they had also been lodged with a State anti - discrimination  agency .     In the year 2001/02    -  87 complaints alleging pregnancy  discrimination were  finalised:     45  (52%) were settled through conciliation ;   17  (20%) were terminated because there was no reas onable prospect of conciliation ;   14  (16%) wer e withdrawn by the complainant;   8     (9%) were terminated for other reasons including, lacking in substance or over 12  months when lodged ; and   3    (3%) were closed because they had also been lodged with a Sta te anti - discrimination  agency .     Further information   Since 1 July 2002 until  30 May  2003   -  Of the 115 complaints received during this period 40  (35%) are represented , 75  (65%) are unrepresented.     In the year 2001 - 02   -  Of the 116 complaints received 44 (38%)  were represented, 72 (62%)  were unrepresented.
