(222) Program 2.1:   Refugee and Humanitarian Assistance 

Senator Cash asked: 
How many grants were made for offshore applications for protection visas under our 
refugee and humanitarian programme in 2009-10 and by post and nationality group? 

Answer: 

Protection visas are granted to people seeking protection in Australia.  Applicants 
outside Australia may apply for other visas under Australia’s Humanitarian Program 
through either the Refugee, or Special Humanitarian categories.  This includes 
Refugee (subclass 200), In-Country Special Humanitarian (subclass 201), Global 
Special Humanitarian (subclass 202), Emergency Rescue (subclass 203) and 
Woman at Risk (subclass 204) visas. 
 
• There were 9236 visas granted within the offshore component of Australia’s 

Humanitarian Program in 2009-10.
