Senator McLucas asked:

Do you know who would have done the inspection of the hull of the FV Wing Sang and when it was done?

If you could provide me with the name of the authority that did the hull inspection on the Wing Sang and when it was done.

Answer:

The hull of the Wing Sang was inspected by dive surveillance by Navy divers on 22 June 2001. On that morning, the Navy divers surveyed ten sites around the port of Cairns (including the hull of the Wing Sang) and tubeworm infestation was found at seven of those ten sites.
