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Senator O’Brien asked:

[Re Cox Inall consultancy] How do you explain the basis for the two different amounts:  $171,000 in 2000-01 and then $230,000 for 2001-02.?

If you could advise us when the services were provided that attracted money, it may explain the variation across the budget deadline at 30 June.

Answer:

The division of expenditure across the two financial years was established on the basis of the Department’s expectations about when the majority of the work would be done. Somewhat more of the Cox Inall campaign was implemented and billed after 30 June 2001 than was originally expected.  

The following table outlines service and payment dates for services provided by Cox Inall to the Department.  Final costs for the Cox Inall component of the campaign ($539,330 – excluding GST) included additional work undertaken to produce videotape materials for the main public relations and NESB campaigns, liaison and support provided by Cox Inall for the NESB and Indigenous campaigns, and the organization of a launch of the NESB video that was not originally budgeted for.
