Perhaps you will take on notice the provision of some sort of comparison.  I would have thought an aggregation of expenditure and number of trips would give you a general balance against differential costs in different periods.  We are looking at comparing the period post – Ansett collapse until now and a comparable period in the previous year or previous couple of years to get a bit of a model.

Answer:

The total cost of air travel post the Ansett collapse is

Domestic            September 2001 – January 2002  $412,627.98

International       September 2001 – January 2002  $158,511.04.

The  total number of trips undertaken in that period was 872.

The total costs of air travel  for comparative purposes is:

Domestic            September 2000 – January 2001  $670,890.68

International       September 2002 – January 2001  $363,921.76

The  total number of trips undertaken in that period was 1280.
