Senator O’Brien asked: In terms of Regional Solutions, 148 projects were approved in the financial year 2000-01.  Can we get a breakdown of how many are capital projects, how many are community or regional workers, and how many are planning projects?

Of the capital projects, for how many has the construction et cetera work commenced?  Of the planning projects, how many have commenced and how many have been completed?  And, just for completeness, what is the budgeted expenditure for this programme for this current financial year?

Answer:

150 projects were funded from the 2000-01 administered appropriation.

In terms of project categories, the breakdown for the projects is as follows:

* Note:  Some projects involve activities in more than one category.  The projects do not total 150 as some did not fall into categories specified by Senator O’Brien.

Based on contractual and reporting information:

· 35 of the capital projects have commenced;

· 38 of the planning projects have commenced;

· at 19 February 2002, seven of the planning projects have been completed.

The budgeted expenditure for the Regional Solutions Programme in this current Financial Year (2001-02) is $19.607m.
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
