Senator Crossin asked:

So is the breakdown you gave Senator O’Brien of $100,000 for power and $20,000 for health further split between the two islands?  What is the split?

Answer:

The estimates for power and health were not split between the two islands.  The estimates were derived based on increased service delivery costs on Christmas Island.  The increased costs directly attributable to handling unauthorised boat arrivals on Cocos Island that are not being recovered from the Department of Immigration and Multicultural and Indigenous Affairs are estimated to be relatively minor.
