The current post-restructure Departmental Budget for the ATSB is $12,702,000 and the ATSB’s net cost to the Department is $12,016,000.

As a proportion of ATSB’s total budget this is 23 percent.

*Excludes the Blackspot Programme and Vehicle Recall allocations which have transferred to Transport Programs Division and Transport Regulation Division respectively as part of the recent restructure.  These accounted for an additional $586,000 in Department costs.  The Administered Funds for the Blackspot Programme in 2001-02 total approximately $45.088m.  Other areas of the Department also contribute to road safety, eg the Vehicle Safety Standards Branch in Transport Regulation Division and the Roads Programs Branch in Transport Programs Division.
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
