The communities of Binalong, Gunning, Tottenham, Binnaway, Bundarra, Beachport, Kalangadoo, Tantanoola, Ilfracombe, Isisford, Morven, Bell, Manangatang and Scamander have received approval to co-locate an RTC within the local post office.

Six other towns have received approval to upgrade postal services and deliver these from the RTC: Oenpelli, Maningrida, Wadeye, Ramingining and Yowah.
