Topic: Additional money underspends
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Senator O’Brien asked:

Mr Wonder, the additional estimates provide for an additional $47.15 million from Appropriation Bill (No. 3) and an additional $25.239 million from Appropriation Bill (No. 4). Are there now likely to be underspends in relation to that additional money?

Answer:

A total of $47.150 million was provided in Appropriation Bill No. 3 with the majority (an additional $45.9 million) added to the Flood Assistance Package that will be fully spent in 2001-02. 

Appropriation Bill No. 4 provided for an increase of $25.239 million in resourcing. The majority of these funds were allocated to the Eradication of Red Imported Fire Ant ($17m) and Rural Adjustment under the States ($7.2m). These amounts are also expected to be fully spent.
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
