TRAFFICKING IN WOMEN FOR SEXUAL SERVITUDE

Thank you for your letter of 1 August 2003 providing me with an opportunity to
make a submission to the Pariamentary Joint Commitee on the Australian
Crime Commission (PJC) inquiry into trafficking in women for sexval
servitude.

At the APMC meeing of 2 July 2003, Agenda ltem 14 dealt with the subject
of people traffcking. APWMC identifid that traffcking in people is a significant
prablem in some parts of the world and recent incidents indicate that Australia
may be a country of destination for trfficking in persons, and in partiuiar, for
women to be used in the sex industry.

The resolution passed at the 2 July APMC meeting in relation to this item
was:

APMC acknowledges that traffoking in women for the purposes of sexual

Servitude is a serious crime that jursdictions should address and agrees that.

L all juisdictions wil reviow their aws on sexal sorvitude, slavery,
deceptive recruiting, debt bondage and related offences and consider
areas whero improvements can be made;

Ul al juisctions wil consider ways fo eshance inteligence and
informetion sharing betweon the States and Temiories, and among
Stats, Temtory and Commonwesith agencies on activitios which may be
Bssociated with trafficking in persons;





[image: image2.png]. all jurisdictions will review their operational arrangements with the
Department of Immigration and Muticultural and Indigenous Affairs, in
consulation with the Department, (o ensure victims of traficking and
sexual servitude are idenified and dealt with as victims of orime;

V. the ACCF led by the Commonwealth will finaliso the questionnaire
inciuded in the agenda paper, and report back to APVC in November
2003 on the matters covered in the questionnairs with proposals for a
national action plan on trafficking in women for the purposes of sexual
servitude; and

V. the issue be referred to the ACC Board for determination.

1 am advised by the Commissioner of Police, Mr Richard McCreadie, that he.
has tasked his staff with examining legisiative areas within this jurisdiction that
could be addressed in order to combat potantie! probloms in the future.
