SENATE COMMUNITY AFFAIRS REFERENCES COMMITTEE INQUIRY INTO HEPATITIS C AND BLOOD SUPPLY, SECRETARIAT’S REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION, 3 JUNE 2004.

The Secretariat sought further information on funding to States and Territories for Hepatitis C Education and Prevention Initiative 2003-04 to 2006-07 as per Attachment A of the Question on Notice responses provided by the Department on 1 June 2004.

1. The Secretariat sought a detailed breakdown of the programs funded by each of the States and Territories using the $8.8 million allocation.

The Commonwealth allocated $8.8 million over four years to State and Territory Governments to develop and implement a range of hepatitis C education and prevention programs.  The States and Territories signed a one-year funding agreement with the Commonwealth for the Hepatitis C Education and Prevention Initiative 2003-04. States and Territories were informed that subsequent years will be negotiated in line with the priorities and goals of the second National Hepatitis C Strategy 2004-05 to 2006-07.  The second National Hepatitis C Strategy will be released in January 2005. 

Attachment A is a summary of a range of hepatitis C education and prevention programs funded under the one-year funding agreement.  The total funding allocation for 2003-04 to the States and Territories is $2 million.
