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1 Introduction

This paper presents an analysis of the distribution of Banking and Financial Services in Australia.  The points of presence of banking and financial services throughout Australia are examined by their relative remoteness using the ARIA+ (Accessibility / Remoteness Index of Australia Plus) categorisation.  The distribution of banking and financial services is also compared with the distribution of other selected government and non-government services.  The report concludes with a discussion and comparative analysis of service provision in Canada. 

1.1 The ARIA+ Remoteness Index

ARIA+ is a standard distance-based measure of remoteness developed by the National Centre for the Social Applications of Geographic Information Systems (GISCA) and the Commonwealth Department of Health and Aged Care.  It interprets remoteness as access to a range of services, some of which are available in smaller urban centres and some only in larger urban centres.  The remoteness of a location is measured in terms of distance travelled by road to reach a centre that provides services.  The accessibility index uses a continuous floating point variable with values between 0 and 15, where 0 indicates high accessibility and 15 high remoteness.  The index is classified by the Australian Bureau of Statistics into five categories of remoteness, used throughout this analysis.  It should be highlighted that, while this analysis uses the categories of remoteness suggested by the ABS, there is an ongoing debate surrounding the naming of these categories (for example Glover and Tennant, forthcoming).  For consistency, this study will use the original ARIA category names, and they are listed below against the ABS determined category names.

ARIA+ is also calculated as an Australia wide grid of 1km square cells, where each grid cell’s value is derived by an interpolation procedure for the ARIA+ values of the six closest localities.  This provides a continuously varying measure of remoteness across the whole of Australia, allowing ARIA+ values to be derived for any location.  Appendix 1 lists the ARIA+ Urban Centres and Localities with their ARIA+ categorisation.  For more information, the Australian Bureau of Statistics has released an information paper entitled Outcomes of ABS Views on Remoteness Consultation, Australia (2001, cat no. 1244.0.00.001).  

2 Objectives

1. To establish the distribution of Australian banking and financial services in 2001.

2. To compare the distribution of banking and financial services with selected Australian government and non-government services in 2001.

3. To examine the provision of banking and other selected in relation to population distribution.  

4. To compare patterns of service provision between Australia and Canada.

3 Points of Presence Methodology 

The dataset describing banking and financial services was provided by the Australian Bankers’ Association.   This was geo-coded into a Geographic Information System (GIS) database.  Points of presence were created from all banking and financial service locations.  Any Australian non-metropolitan town or metropolitan suburb that contained at least one banking service (Bank and Credit Union branches, ATMs and Gyropost outlets) was considered as one point of presence for this analysis.  The point of presence was added at the geographic centre of each of these towns or suburbs.  Where multiple banking related services fell within one town or suburb, only one point of presence was counted.  Each point of presence was assigned an ARIA+ score, allowing the remoteness of all service points of presence to be analysed.  This methodology was repeated for service locations of Pharmacies, Hospitals, Police and Schools. 

· Pharmacy locations were provided by the Pharmacy Guild of Australia (PGA).  This data represents all pharmacies that are members of the Pharmacy Guild of Australia (approximately 85 per cent of all Australian Pharmacies).    

· Hospital locations were obtained from the Commonwealth Department of Health and Ageing.  

· Police locations were coded from the 2001 Telstra White Pages.  

· School locations were obtained from DETYA (now the Commonwealth Department of Education Science, and Training).  

Population figures were obtained from ABS 1996 Census defined Urban Centres or Localities (UCLs).  The ABS defines a UCL as a population cluster of 200 or more persons.  The ARIA+ database includes all UCLs, in addition it contains the locations of populated localities that have either a population of less than 200 persons or an undefined population.  An undefined population occurs where one locality falls within another urban centre or locality, here the population is assigned to the urban centre or locality that subsumes it.  An example of a locality with an undefined population would be a metropolitan suburb that falls within the urban area of a capital city.  Details of these localities with low and undefined populations were obtained from AUSLIG (The Australian Surveying and Land Information Group, now Geoscience Australia).   Each UCL may contain one or more localities, and hence one or more service point of presence.  For example, in the 10 largest urban centres, there are 1252 banking points of presence, and these reflect metropolitan suburb locations.  

4 Results

4.1 Population Distribution and Concentration

The Australian population is unevenly distributed across the continent.  More than twelve million people (66% of the population) reside within just 2 per cent of the land area, and the most remote 1 per cent of the population live within a region whose area totals 72 per cent of the continent.  This population concentration and distribution is summarised by ARIA+ category in table 4.1.  Of interest within a discussion of remote area service provision, is the ratio of persons per square kilometre by ARIA+ category, here the table highlights the significant variation in population concentration across Australia, with Remote and Very Remote Australia having much lower population concentrations than the much more accessible, usually urban, areas.

Within the ARIA+ categories of accessibility and remoteness described above, the majority of the Australian population is further concentrated into Urban Centres or Localities of varying size.  More than half of the Australian population is located within the ten largest UCLs, and less than 500,000 persons reside in the 917 localities with a population of between 200 and 1000 people.  This is detailed in table 4.2.

4.2 Banking and Financial Service Points of Presence in Australia

There are a total of 3380 points of presence for Australian banking and financial services
 (including Branches, ATMs, Australia Post Office Giropost, and Australia Post Office Manual Bank Agency Locations).  Their distribution is presented in figure 4.1.  The 3380 points of presence are distributed throughout Australia in all classes of remoteness, with the greatest majority in the more populated, Highly Accessible areas, and the fewest in the less populated Very Remote areas.  Considering the region of Australia classified as Remote and Very Remote, this area contains 9 per cent of banking points of presence and just 3 per cent of the population.  

4.2.1 Access to Banking Services 

For this analysis 20 km was identified as a maximum reasonable distance to travel to access a banking service.  Few localities with a population greater than 200 persons are further than 20km from a banking service, within the whole of Australia these localities number 32.  Within Remote and Very Remote Australia there are 28 localities that are further than 20km from a banking service, the majority of these are concentrated within the Northern Territory and Western Australia, where population densities are low and distances between populated localities are high.   This is presented in figure 4.2, and each state and territory is detailed in figures 4.3 - 4.9.  Euclidean analysis of the distances between these 28 localities and their nearest banking service shows that 6 are with within 50km, 4 are within 100 km, and 18 are greater than 100km from any banking service. 

The 28 Remote and Very Remote localities isolated from banking services tend to be remote communities, whose populations fall between 200 and 950 persons.  This analysis indicates that these localities have a low overall access to the services examined in this report.  None of the 28 localities contained a PGA pharmacy or hospital, 2 contained a school, and 8 had a police station within the locality.  Though these communities have limited access to the services examined in this report, it is likely that the populations of these localities have access to smaller, more informal basic services, such as aboriginal medical services, pharmacy dispensaries, and educational facilities.  

The analysis has focussed on localities that are within 20 km from any banking service.  As discussed above, banking services include branches, ATMs, Australia Post Office Giropost outlets, and Australia Post Manual Bank Agency locations.  These banking services are not equal; though they all provide access to basic transactions, it must be acknowledged that ATMs only provide a limited service in terms of the number of free transactions permitted each month, and the limited ability to make deposits.  For this reason it was judged important in this research to identify localities with greater than 200 persons, whose only access to a banking service (within 20km) was an ATM.  Preliminary analysis suggests that throughout Australia there are less than 5 localities that meet this description, and all have a population of less than 700 persons.

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4.3 Comparison with other Selected Services

This section examines the points of presence of Police, Schools, Pharmacies, and Hospitals across Australia, and compares them with the points of presence for banking and financial services.  

4.3.1 Schools

There are 4127 Australian school points of presence, as shown in figure 4.10.  The distribution of schools by ARIA+ category is roughly equivalent to the distribution of banking and financial services discussed above.  Remote and Very Remote areas of Australia contain 9 per cent of school points of presence.  It must be noted here that all school points of presence are represented here, both primary and secondary level.  If data availability had permitted an examination of the distribution of primary and secondary level schools separately, this would be expected to have revealed a dominance of primary schools across Australia, and a lower representation of secondary schools within the Remote and Very Remote areas.

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4.3.2 Police

There are 1546 police points of presence across Australia, as depicted in figure 4.11.  This is around half the total banking and financial service points of presence found within Australia.  A higher proportion of police points of presence (18 per cent), than banking and finance points of presence (9 per cent) are located within the areas of Australia categorised as Remote and Very Remote.

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Pharmacies

The points of presence distribution of member pharmacies of the Australian Pharmacy Guild are shown in figure 4.12.  This distribution shows a very high concentration of pharmacies in the more accessible regions of Australia.  Less than 5 per cent of pharmacies are located in Remote and Very Remote areas of Australia.  Pharmacies may appear under-represented in Remote and Very Remote regions, but it must be noted that in these regions hospital dispensaries and other health providers are likely to act as alternative distributors of pharmaceutical products.

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Hospitals

There are fewer hospital points of presence (704) than any of the other selected services, but hospitals are most evenly distributed across the continent with 20 per cent located within Remote and Very Remote Australia.  This is depicted in figure 4.13.  Of course, a hospital point of presence indicates the presence of this service, not the level of service provided at that location.  It would be expected that hospitals in locations of high accessibility would have a greater number of beds and provide more specialised services.

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Comparing the distributional characteristics of the selected services in table 4.3, it is evident that services tend to be concentrated in the more accessible and populous regions of Australia.  Australian banking services are most similar to schools in their number and distribution across Australia’s regions, especially throughout Remote and Very Remote areas.  This is well captured in figure 4.14.  The figure represents each selected service, by the proportion of points of presence found in each ARIA+ category.  As essential services, Hospitals and Police have a similar distribution, with the highest proportion of points of presence located in Accessible, and Moderately Accessible regions, and a slightly smaller proportion of services located in Highly Accessible areas.

Figure 4.14: Proportion of Points of Presence in Each ARIA+ Category, Selected Services
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Table 4.4 presents a series of service ratios, showing the number of persons per service point of presence.  Services in the highly accessible areas of Australia are shown to service a much larger number of persons.  This is partly a reflection of the larger size and role of some urban services such as the large teaching hospitals and regional police stations.  These service ratios also highlight the similarity between the number of persons that are serviced by police, banking, and school points of presence in Remote and Very Remote Australia.

5 Delivery of Services in Regional Areas in Australia: Changes in Recent Decades

‘More so than any other country subject to European colonization, Australia’s rural settlement has been severely handicapped by problems of a sparse population and associated low demand for local infrastructure, creating difficulties in the provision of services needed to sustain a dispersed population’  (Holmes, 1981, 80).

5.1 Introduction

Recent decades have seen some major changes in non-metropolitan Australia that have impinged significantly on the provision of services to people living in those areas.  These changes are summarised below and have also occurred in countries that have a similar population distribution, environmental situation, economy, society and demography to Australia.  The most comparable country to Australia for assessing changes in non-metropolitan service provision is Canada.  This is largely because both nations are geographically large, have a low overall population density, have a population highly concentrated in a few cities peripheral to the nation and while both have some substantial closely settled agricultural areas the bulk of both have extensive very lightly populated areas which can only be described as ‘remote’.  Both countries have a similar proportion of their population living outside the major cities (Hugo, 2002; AAFC, 2002).  The situation in Australia is evident in Figure 5.1, and Table 5.1 these show how 76 percent of the population is concentrated in 0.3 percent of the land area with an overall population density of greater than 100 persons per square km.  On the other hand, 0.8 percent of the population lives on 71 percent of the land at a density of less than 0.1 persons per square km.  Australia and Canada are largely unique among the OECD nations in the extensive nature of their remote lightly settled areas.

5.2 Forces Impinging Upon Service Provision in Non-Metropolitan Areas

It needs to be stated at the outset that while in Australia non-metropolitan areas tend to be stereotyped as remote and disadvantaged with respect to service provision, there is in fact considerable diversity within these areas.  Indeed, Australia’s fastest growing populations are in some non-metropolitan areas.  It has been argued, however, that there is a growing dichotomisation occurring outside Australia’s major cities.  On the one hand are a number of favoured ecological areas along the east coast, adjoining the major cities along major routes such as The Hume Highway etc. – where there is a relatively high population density, considerable population growth and in general relatively adequate service provision.  However much of Australia’s wheat/sheep, dry farming zone and the arid pastoral zone is experiencing population stability or decline and a diminishing level of accessibility to services.  Hence it must be borne in mind in discussions of adequacy of service provision in non-metropolitan areas in Australia that there are huge differences between different areas and regions.  What are the major factors that have influenced service provision in non-metropolitan Australia in recent decades?

5.3 Population Trends

Figure 5.2 shows the statistical local areas in non-metropolitan Australia that recorded population growth and those with population decline during the recent intercensal period (1996-2001).  There are some distinct patterns in evidence with contiguous areas of population growth and equally consolidated areas of population decline.  The growth areas include:

· the eastern, southeastern and southwestern coastal zone – ecologically favourable densely settled and diverse economy areas;

· substantial ex-urban zones around the major cities, especially the capitals;

· some immigration cultivation areas;

· along the River Murray and The Hume Highway;

· some remote areas where there are substantial indigenous populations or significant mining or tourism developments.

On the other hand the areas of decline are:

· the wheat/sheep, dry farming areas.

· more remote pastoral areas.

· older localities with mining/industrial bases.

The important point here is that Australia’s non-metropolitan population as a whole declined in recent decades.  Indeed for most of the last three decades the overall growth rate of the population outside the major cities has been faster than that of the major cities.  In fact, for most of this period the non-metropolitan population overall has increased faster than the proportion of Australia’s major cities (Hugo, 2001).  Nevertheless, there is little doubt that across broad areas of the wheatbelt and pastoral areas there has been a definite ‘thinning’ of the population.  This has resulted from the following processes:

· The increasing mechanisation of farming which has greatly increased the output per worker so that despite increasing agricultural output there has been a decline in the primary industry workforce.

· Improved transport and distribution systems have meant that many small industrial activities located previously in many towns (bakeries, mechanical engineering, breweries etc.) can gain economies of scale by locating in a large centre and serving a wider area.

· Deliberate state and federal government policies to centralise their services in larger centres to achieve economies.

· Amalgamation of local governments.

· All the above have reduced the number of job opportunities in the dry farming and pastoral areas which has produced net outmigration and population stability or decline in these areas.  With this there has been a reduction in the numbers of potential customers so in consequence there has been a diminution in the numbers of services of all types in these areas.

At the same time as these processes were occurring there has been an exponential increase in the average level of personal mobility among people living in non-metropolitan Australia.  The ‘tyranny  of distance’ has been substantially reduced with both the time and money costs of travel being dramatically reduced.  Roads have greatly improved as have motor vehicles and the real costs of long distance (and all) travel have massively declined.  Hence non-metropolitan residents have become able to (and prepared to) travel longer distances to obtain services than they have in the past.  Hence they have opted to travel to larger centres than in the past to obtain services.  By going to larger centres they can access a wider range of services than is available in smaller towns, they can compare shops and take advantage of cost savings due to economies of scale.  Equally many services now can operate from large centres because improved transport and communication allow them to serve a greater area than they could in the past.  As a result in the dry farming/pastoral areas the service closures due to a decline in population have been exacerbated by improved mobility.  In order to obtain services, non-metropolitan dwellers are now travelling much greater than ever before (Smailes and Hugo, 2002).

It is important to point out, however, that service provision is greatly improving in some non-metropolitan areas.  In particular the ‘growth’ areas identified above have increased their populations and hence been able to support higher levels of provision of services than in the past.  This has been due to:

· An increased diversification of their economies.  Developments in information technology and communication have made it less necessary for many activities now to be less constrained in where they locate.  It is no longer necessary for many activities to be located in large cities.  It is the perceived ‘favourable ecological locations’ such as coasts, intensive settled high rainfall areas, along rivers, in the shadow of major cities, some regional cities etc. that are able to attract these ‘footloose’ employers.

· Intensification of specialised agriculture in well-watered areas, especially close to cities.  This is not only a function of the demand for market garden produce in cities but also to the buoyancy of the export market for wine and high quality fruits and vegetables, especially in Asia.

· The development of the tourism and leisure industry as one of the nation’s major employers.

· The massive growth of the retirement migration industry focused on coastal, and to a lesser extent, other ecologically attractive locations.

· While such areas do not have the job diversity of major cities they have been able to expand their population, although they still have a net outmovement of school leavers due to the lack of local tertiary education opportunities.

The important point here is that the entire non-metropolitan area must not be characterised as being chronically short of services.  Lack of access to services in non-metropolitan areas is an important reality but it is largely confined to particular areas. These areas are experiencing not only a decline in services in their communities and the necessity of travelling larger and longer distances to get those services but also the social opportunities in these communities is declining.  It is not just the service that is lost but also the people working in those services that are lost.  This is not only a loss of job opportunities for locals but also the so-called ‘floating population’ – school teachers, bank officials, stock and station agents, police, health workers etc. – who moved into the community for a few years to gain experience, qualify for promotion etc. as part of the career cycle in those jobs.  Studies (for example Hugo, 1971) have indicated that this group played a crucial role in the social viability of rural communities in Australia.  Even though not committed to very long term residence in the community they often had the leadership and organisational qualities to play a key role in the social life of the town.

The loss of services in parts of non-metropolitan areas has often been blamed predominantly on private sector organisations who are depicted as being totally driven by bottom-line considerations and lacking a community good element.  However, the reality is that the ‘thinning out’ of services in these areas has been equally apparent among government provided services.  Indeed, some would argue that the government provided services – schools, health/hospitals, police especially – are ‘bellwether’ services’.  That is, that once they are lost there is a dramatic impact on the community that flows through into other services as well as having very detrimental morale effects (Smailes and Hugo, 2002).

While there can be no doubt that extensive parts of non-metropolitan Australia have experienced a substantial diminution in the availability of services there is an almost total lack of scientific research which:

· establishes the precise scale of the service loss;

· indicates which communities have gained and those that have lost.

In Canada this type of research is considerably more advanced (Simmons, 2000; Simmons and Tenenbaum, 2000; Simmons et al., 2000, Simmons, Jones and Bylon, 2002).

An especially important dimension of the provision of services in Australia relates to the more remote regions.  Such areas lack substantial populations and present major challenges to providing services in an economically efficient way.  The indigenous population are disproportionately concentrated in these areas and hence are disproportionately disadvantaged in gaining access to services.  In their case very low socio-economic conditions can exacerbate the locational disadvantage that all residents in these areas experience.  A study by Westbury (1999) establishes that in remote Australia there are substantial problems in indigenous people’s access to, and understanding of, banking and other financial services and this represents a considerable barrier to efforts to improve their levels of wellbeing.

There can be no doubt that the process of bank branch closure and consolidation of non-metropolitan banking services in regional centres has reduced the range of financial services available to many Australians living in non-metropolitan areas.  Examining bank branch closures between 1981 and 1998, Argent and Rolley (2000, 165) concluded that there were stark differences across geographical locations to the level of access small communities have to financial services.  For businesses in small rural towns, the loss of local branch services can produce significant costs.  However this is occurring not just with banks but also health services and hospitals, educational institutions, police, stock and station agents, lawyers, public transport, post offices and a range of basic community services  (Rolley and Humphreys, 1993).  The reality is that both the demographics of many non-metropolitan areas no longer are sufficient to support the same level of service provision as the past and improved mobility and information technology make it possible to access more distant services more readily than in the past.  This, however, doesn’t mean the issue should be blithely accepted as some kind of natural law.  In fact, the viability of rural communities is an important priority.  There is evidence (see Further References) that much of the closure of public and private services has been driven by doctrinaire economic rationalist views rather than a close examination of each individual situation.  Moreover, new and innovative ways of delivering priority services using new technology has not always been fully considered.  However, in the banking industry it has been common practice, especially since an undertaking was given in 1998, to leave reasonable access to banking services in rural areas when closing a branch.  This includes access to over the counter transaction services.

5.4 International Comparisons

Canada is experiencing many of the non-metropolitan population trends outlined above for Australia (AAPC, 2002; Mendelson and Bollman,1998; Mendelson, 1999).  These include an increased dichotomisation of population trends between ‘growth’ and decline areas.  All of the processes operating to thin the non-metropolitan population in Australia are operating in Canada.  Mendelson (1999) has shown that more than a third of new business starts in Canada occur in small towns.  While there is no equivalent data for Australia as a whole Smailes and Hugo (2002) in a case study in a wheat/sheep belt community in South Australia found a comparatively high level of business starts in recent years.

Canada is experiencing a similar decline in the availability of services in country towns, as has been the experience in Australia.  There are less than half the number of doctors per 1,000 population in small towns than in larger urban centres (Ng et. al., 1999) and the average small town resident travels five times as far to a physician than their large city counterpart.  However, the small proportion living in very remote areas has to travel very large distances to the nearest physician.

Canada has experienced a similar reduction in a whole range of services in its non-metropolitan areas as has occurred in Australia.  Like Australia too, however, there is a dichotomisation emerging in non-metropolitan Canada.  The favourable ecological niches, especially those within reach of major metropolitan centres in the southeast and the west coast, have recorded substantial population growth and a general retention of services.  However, the extensive prairies, pastoral and non-ecumene remote areas are generally experiencing population stability and a diminution of services.
