Designs Bill 2002 and the Designs (Consequential Amendments) Bill 2002
The Senate has referred the above Bill to the Economics Legislation Committee for inquiry and report by 27 March 2003.The purpose of the bills is to introduce new designs legislation to replace the Designs Act 1906. The proposed changes are intended to streamline the designs registration system, to put in place better enforcement and dispute resolution procedures, to establish stricter eligibility and infringement tests and to clarify definitions.
