On 23 October 2002, the Senate referred the above Bill to the Senate Economics Legislation Committee for inquiry and report by Tuesday, 3 December 2002. 

This Bill proposes to establish a statutory office to review tax administration and to report to the Government with recommendations for improving tax administration for the benefit of all taxpayers. It provides for the appointment of an independent Inspector-General who will be endowed with a broad range of powers to obtain comprehensive information on the administration of the tax laws. 

The Committee draws your attention to the inquiry and invites you to make a written submission on the above Bill. Submissions should be lodged with the Secretariat by Monday, 11 November 2002.
