International Tax Agreements Amendment Bill 2003

The Senate Economics Committee is inquiring into the provisions of the above bill, for report by 3 November 2003. The purpose of the bill is to amend the Agreements Act to give the force of law in Australia to new taxation treaties with the United Kingdom and Northern Ireland, and Mexico. The treaties between Australia and Mexico, and Australia and the United Kingdom were signed on 9 September 2002 and 21 August 2003 respectively, and are intended to facilitate trade and investment links between Australia and both countries. 

The Committee invites submissions by Tuesday, 7 October 2003, with particular reference to the costs and benefits of the UK double tax agreement.
