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Financial Services Reform Amendment Bill 2003

· clarify and amend various aspects of the regulatory framework

governing the licensing, conduct and disclosure of providers of financial

services, and the licensing of financial markets and clearing and settlement

facilities, contained in Chapter 7 and related provisions of the Corporations Act 2001 (Corporations Act); and 

· make minor amendments to the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997 and the Retirement Savings Accounts Act 1997.
