INQUIRY INTO THE STRUCTURE AND DISTRIBUTIVE EFFECTS OF THE AUSTRALIAN TAXATION SYSTEM

         equity of the effective tax burden on various household types and businesses; and

         reform impact, priorities and options.

Senator Collins said that the Committee intended to hold its first hearings for this inquiry shortly after the new closing date.
