The work of UnitingCare agencies is based on an ethos of honouring the dignity of all people, a commitment to justice, equal opportunity to participate for all, and a particular concern for those who are most disadvantaged.

UnitingCare Australia is the national body for the UnitingCare network. UnitingCare Australia’s National Reference Committee and advisory committees are comprised of representatives from agencies providing a broad range of services across diverse environments throughout Australia, ranging from inner city urban to remote rural locations, over a wide socio-demographic spectrum.
