Economics Legislation Committee

On 23 October 2002, the Senate referred the above Bill to the Senate Economics Legislation Committee for inquiry and report by Tuesday, 3 December 2002. 

This Bill proposes to amend the Trade Practices Act (TPA) to allow suppliers of ‘recreational services’ to limit their liability for death or personal injury arising from the supply of those services. 

The amendment will permit self assumption of risk by individuals who choose to participate in inherently risky activities, and will allow them to waive their right under the TPA to sue the business providing the activity, should they suffer personal injury as a consequence of the service provider’s failure to supply the services with due care and skill.

The main reason for recommending that the Bill be referred was for the Committee to examine and report on;

· the role of the Trade Practices Act in personal injury claims;

· the definition of recreational services; and

· waiver of gross negligence.

The Committee draws your attention to the inquiry and invites you to make a written submission on the above Bill. Submissions should be lodged with the Secretariat by Tuesday, 12 November 2002.
