I believe that my daughter has been underestimated in terms of her social and emotional needs as well as a lack individually specific education due to her current school having no process to assess the potential of students.

They are now only starting to teach children on ability groupings which is definitely proving to be successful for the children following them (a group which includes my son).  

There is no provision at their school for accelerated learning or for them to be mentored in any way.  This I assume is basically due to lack of funding and limited resources being directed towards children who are struggling.
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
