Our son seems happy in the small, mostly single-stream, systemic Catholic school which he attends. He has been fortunate to have had stimulating and caring teachers and last year in Yr 4 a teacher trained though not experienced in Gifted education.

Other teachers have seen the need to cater more for him but appear to feel inadequate in terms of time and strategies.

Things seem to be changing and developing in this regard.

We hope his educational experiences will continue to allow his giftedness to develop into the talents that will satisfy, complement and bring him happiness and fulfillment.

As parents we have tried to complement his formal education with stimulating life experiences, music lessons, sporting activities and courses and workshops such as those offered by GERRIC and NSWAGTC.
