I strongly feel that the Primary and Secondary school we are associated with are not providing sufficiently for our three children. I have answered this questionnaire based on the schools my 3 children attended in 2000.I have since had to move my children from our Primary school in the next street, to another school in the area. This was due to the school / Principal not wanting to provide a suitable education for 2 of my formally assessed gifted children. As a trained Primary teacher myself, I have expectations of what education my children should be receiving and I am extremely disappointed in the lack of staff and training for schools to enable them to cater for my gifted and talented children. All schools have an obligation to cater for all students’ abilities but it is a struggle to work with some teachers/ Principals who know little of what a gifted child needs to enable them to enjoy learning. I know that 2 of my children do not like attending school and all 3 speak of boring classes and work. These children should not have their talents wasted and their brightness dimmed, but should be encouraged to blossom and develop as part of our future.  Resources such as Money, and training of more people to work in schools are needed. Schools that have cluster groups in classes or that ability group across the curriculum is needed. Also more schools that have accelerated classes are needed so that these bright children are able to work at the faster pace that they are capable of. Education to the wider community is desperately needed to let the people in communities know that programs for gifted children in schools can also raise the achievement ability for mainstream children and do not just benefit a group that many perceive as  “elitist”  
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
