My child has had mixed progress in her education to date.  In the state system my child was identified as gifted however there was little interest in assisting my child to progress at the level of her ability.  Changing schools to a private one has given my child more options however this is dependent on the teacher. This questionnaire has been answered based on the school that my child attended in 2000. I believe that every child has the right to an appropriate education. A differentiated curriculum for gifted students, which includes ability & interest grouping, should be a right not a privilege. Gifted children's ability should be nurtured & they should have the opportunity to mix with like-minded children of the same mental age. From my knowledge this is not a reality for most gifted children in Australian schools. My school was typical of most schools in Australia - it had an ad-hoc approach to gifted education without a commitment to increasing their understanding of any of the issues regarding gifted children.

My child has been attending the private school for one year now and has had a lot of options offered to her.  She did have the opportunity to be accelerated but declined this.  However she will be able to attend the OC class in year 5.  I think the major problem with the schools is that they don’t offer many options for these children until they are in Year 5.  My child was not ready socially to be “accelerated” however does need extra class stimulation  which I seem to have to cater for at home. 
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
