The above information is based on my eldest sons schooling over the past 4 years. During this time my son has attended both private and public schools. It has become clear to us that the current public school system is not able to cope with Gifted and Talented students with regards to appropriate materials and suitably trained teaching staff. Our son has been assessed as Gifted and Talented, however, he has severe fine motor difficulties and is classified as a spatial learner. Having fine motor problems and being a spatial learner means my son will, and has, underachieve dramatically within the current school system. My sons emotional and academic needs cannot be meet because he is in the minority and there are insufficient school staff available who understand, or indeed can recognize his needs. This is said about one individual, imagine how many other children and their families are out there who require understanding and help. I would plead that more understanding is needed for these children. The nation as a whole will benefit in the future if more resources and emphasis was placed on their special learning needs.
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
