CHARACTERISTICS OF GIFTED AND TALENTED CHILDREN

Academically gifted and talented children will not necessarily demonstrate all of these

characteristics. A gifted student:

· learns rapidly and quickly grasps new concepts

· has an excellent memory

· is creative or imaginative, e.g. produces many ideas or is highly original

· has special talents, e.g. technology, the arts, science

· is independent - may prefer to work alone

· has a keen sense of humour

· is highly motivated, particularly in self-selected tasks

· has unusual or advanced interests

· demonstrates exceptional critical thinking skills or problem-solving ability

· has superior leadership and interpersonal skills

· frequently asks in-depth, probing questions

· may demonstrate a high degree of social responsibility or moral reasoning

· possesses a large, advanced vocabulary

· has superior insight and the ability to draw inferences or is intuitive

· is an advanced reader either in English or in the home language.
