ITEM 3

Virion

Developing antiviral agents to control or block or otherwise affect ion charnels through which some enveloped viruses (eg HIV, Ross River Fever, Barmah Forest Fever and Dengue Fever) replicate, along with all associated research.

Biotron's researchers have identified a compound (C9) which blocks the ion channel activity of one of the HIV proteins. An international patent ‑ "A method of modulating ion functional channel activity" ‑ is pending.

ITEM 5

Publication

No party to the Head Agreement may publish or present, or permit publication or presentation of, the outcomes of any Intemmediate Research in any paper, abstract, lecture, seminar, poster or other means without the prior written approval of Biotron.

ITEM 6

Biotron has a strategic alliance and contractual relationship with the JCSMR and the ANU and has the right of first refusal to Commercialise any future‑ Basic: Research conducted in; the JCSMR ‑Programs‑ which Biotron considers has commercial potential (see Section 3). have a right of first refusal to fund any Basic Research IPR which has commercial potential arising out of Basic Research perfommed by or under the supervision of a Researcher as part of any of the JCSMR Programs, being the Membrane Biology Program, the Molecular Genetics Program, the Immunology Program and any other program which is merged with any of these programs enabling Biotron to exercise its right of first refusal to Commercialise any future research conducted at the ANU in the JCSMR Programs, which Biotron considers has commercial potential.

ITEM 7

Involvement by Others 

In order to protect any IPR that comes from the work of students and others involved in Basic Research or Intermediate Research, the Researchers have agreed in the Head Agreement and the Consultancy Agreements, in relation to any person who is not an employee of ANU, Anutech or Biotron (including any student who is enrolled at ANU, or is under the supervision of a Researcher):

(a) to ensure that no student or other person working on research at the JCSMR in which Biotron has rights, or supervised by a Researcher in relation to research in which Biotron has rights, becomes involved in that research until Biotron gives its written consent; and

(b) that that Biotron may require that before any such student or other person becomes involved, the person and Biotron enter into a written agreement setting out the terms on which the person is involved, including provisions for any payment, confidentiality obligations and ownership of IPR developed by the person.
