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Introduction

This submission does not attempt to address the individual terms of reference of the Senate inquiry into higher education.  It is intended as a resource document to assist the Committee in its deliberations.

The submission consists of a broad overview and an annotated bibliography.  The overview provides an outline of the higher education sector, and highlights particular issues facing the sector at this time.  These areas include: growth in the sector; increasing revenue combined with decreasing reliance on public funds; overseas and postgraduate students; quality; research innovations; and access and equity issues.

The second section provides a list of Websites which may be of interest to the committee and an annotated bibliography of relevant reports published by DETYA over the last five years.

Overview

Student Enrolments

Total student enrolments of Australian universities are projected from their profiles to reach 582 100 EFTSU in 2003.  This represents a total increase of 27 per cent and an increase in domestic student enrolments of 11 per cent since 1995.  Domestic fee-paying students are expected to represent eight per cent of all domestic enrolments by 2003, up from three per cent in 1995.

Overseas student enrolments, which are fee-paying or funded through aid programmes, are projected to total around 117 000 EFTSU in 2003, up 200 per cent on 1995.  Australia now attracts higher education students from 207 countries.

Australian universities have changed significantly in their size, student populations, modes of teaching, breadth of courses, administrative structures, international orientation, research orientation and source of funds.  Figures 3–6 illustrate changes in regard to field, level and mode of study.

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In 2001, Commonwealth fully-funded places will total 412 200, including 367 465 undergraduate places and 21 644 HECS-exempt Higher Degree Research places.  Undergraduate fully-funded places provided in 2001 will exceed by 6 per cent, or 

21 175 places, the number available in 1995.  Many universities have been taking advantage of the Government’s marginal funding for undergraduate students enrolled above agreed targets.  These over-enrolments totalled 24 769 EFTSU in 2000.

Figure 7 shows the growth in undergraduate fully-funded places and the expansion of undergraduate places in the sector.  Figure 8 shows the reduction in unmet demand for undergraduate places since 1992.

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HECS-exempt research places were set at 21 500 in 1995 and have been held constant since. In 2001, HECS-exempt research places will rise by 144. 

The Postgraduate Education Loans Scheme (PELS), which will commence for all eligible students enrolled in a postgraduate fee-paying non-research course in 2002, will provide an income-contingent loan facility similar to the Higher Education Contribution Scheme (HECS).  The interest free deferred payment arrangements will mean that students are not prevented from participating in post-initial university courses if they are unable to pay the fee up front.  This may lead to further increases in the numbers of postgraduate fee-paying students.

Higher Degree Research Enrolments and Completions

During the last decade Australian universities have increased the total number of higher degree research students (both overseas and non-overseas) they have enrolled from 19 151 enrolments in 1991 to 37 158 in 2000, an increase of 94 per cent (Table 1). During this period commencing higher degree research enrolments increased by 54 per cent, from 6943 to 10 709.  The majority of universities recorded increases in both commencing and all higher degree research enrolments.

The number of higher degree research students completing their degrees increased from 2478 in 1991 to 5294 in 1999 (most recent data available).  Completions were generally higher in 1999 than 1991 for broad fields of study, with the largest increase being in Business, Administration, Economics and the lowest in Agriculture, Animal Husbandry.  Veterinary Science was the only area in which completions decreased over the period.

Despite the increases in both enrolments and completions for higher degree research students, their share of all completions has been consistently lower than their share of all commencing students and all enrolments over the last decade.  This is due to both the high attrition rate for these students and the large number of students who take much longer than the minimum time to complete their degree.  This issue is being addressed through the introduction of the Research Training Scheme in 2001.  This scheme will be formula driven, based on successful research student completions (50 per cent), research income (40 per cent), and research publications (10 per cent).

University Revenues

The total university revenue in 2001 of $9 billion represents an increase of $500 million over 1996 revenue.  Total revenue is projected to grow to around $10.1 billion by 2003, representing a total increase of $1.8 billion or 21.5 per cent since 1995. 

University income from sources other than government grants and HECS will have risen over the period 1995–2003 by $1.2 billion (53 per cent), excluding any additional growth in revenue arising from the introduction of the new Postgraduate Education Loans Scheme from 2002. 

While Commonwealth funding (including HECS) continues to grow, the percentage of income derived from this source has declined as universities have expanded other sources of income.

Revenue from fees and charges was $1.6 billion in 1999 representing 18 per cent of the sector income.  Of the fees and charges, overseas student income accounted for $805 million (9 per cent) and domestic postgraduate fees $176 million (2 per cent). 

The Government encourages universities to pursue diverse missions and to develop their own sources of income accordingly.  University investment income added a further $276 million (3 per cent) to the sector revenue for 1999, consistent with the policy of reducing the reliance on taxpayer funds, and that those who benefit from higher education should contribute to the cost of their education.

As shown in Figure 10, most universities increased their revenue from overseas students in 1999 over the previous year levels.  The overseas student income for the sector reached $805 million in 1999, an increase of $91 million (13 per cent) over the previous year.

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Opportunity for Access

Universities receiving Commonwealth operating grants under the Higher Education Funding Act 1988 have a basic obligation to promote equity.  In 1990, the Commonwealth nominated six groups, because of their history of disadvantage in relation to higher education, as the targets for equity planning:

· Indigenous Australians;

· people from socioeconomically disadvantaged backgrounds;

· people from rural and isolated areas;

· people with disabilities;

· people from non-English-speaking backgrounds; and

· women (especially women in non-traditional areas of study).

Universities are expected to provide an annual Equity Plan as part of their Profiles documentation, to demonstrate the extent to which equity planning and practice are integrated into their operations.  This document includes an outline of goals and an analysis of performance based on some key indicators, and describes the strategies developed to increase the participation of members of equity groups in higher education.  Strategies tend to focus on teaching and learning approaches which are inclusive of all students.

While universities have had to take responsibility for improving the participation in higher education of these groups, the Commonwealth has provided support through the Commonwealth Higher Education Equity Programme.  These funds have been linked to universities’ equity performance and are allocated to institutions as part of their operating grant.

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The participation of students from equity groups in higher education has increased significantly since 1991.  In particular, the number of women undertaking studies in non-traditional areas has risen from around 80,000 in 1991 to over 120,000 in 2000.  There has also been a steady increase in the number of people from rural locations and from low socio-economic status backgrounds studying at university.  

Turning to groups with a lower population base, the number of students with disabilities has increased from 1996 (when data was first collected).  The number of Indigenous students undertaking higher education has also increased significantly.  The number of students from isolated areas has increased more modestly.  Over the same period, the number of students from non-English speaking backgrounds rose steadily and then declined.  These changes appear to be at least in part related to changes in migration patterns.  It should be noted that, overall, students from non-English-speaking backgrounds have enjoyed higher rates of participation in higher education than the rest of the population.  

Once enrolled, there is little difference between the success and retention rates of students from low SES backgrounds and the rest of the student body.  In contrast, while access to higher education by Indigenous students has increased substantially, their success and retention rates relative to non-Indigenous students have been lower than for the student body as a whole.  

Over the last ten years, female enrolments have been significantly greater than that of males and have increased steadily.  Since 1991 women have also made significant gains in their share of traditionally male-dominated fields of study.  Female enrolments are now close to or exceed the target of 40 per cent of enrolments in the broad fields of study of Business, Economics and Administration; Agriculture and Animal Husbandry; Science; Architecture and Building and have reached the target of 15 per cent of enrolments set for Engineering and Surveying.   

Quality Assurance

Given the growth of the sector, the increasing international context in which education services are provided, and in view of the emergence of new educational products and service providers, the Commonwealth and the Governments of all States and mainland Territories have agreed to a set of national protocols for the accreditation of Australian higher education providers and courses.

Under the protocols, the term ‘university’ will continue to be protected by legislation in Australia, with universities continuing to be established by Commonwealth, State or Territory legislation following a detailed assessment of their academic and financial credentials.  Once accredited, universities are listed on the Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF) register. 

Inclusion on the AQF register indicates that the members of the inter-governmental Ministerial Council for Employment, Education and Youth Affairs (MCEETYA) vouch for the quality of the university. 

Universities so listed are authorised to accredit their own courses and are responsible for their academic standards.  They must have appropriate quality assurance processes in place, including peer assessment procedures, external examination of higher degrees and the involvement of professional bodies in the accreditation of particular courses.

The protocols also provide that State and Territory governments, through their accreditation agencies, will continue to accredit higher education courses delivered by non self-accrediting providers.  All courses for international students must be approved by the relevant State or Territory accreditation authority.  Approved courses are listed on the Commonwealth Register of Institutions and Courses for Overseas Students (CRICOS).

Ministers also agreed to establish the Australian Universities Quality Agency (AUQA) to conduct an independent audit of teaching, learning, research and administration in Australian universities on a five-year cycle.  The AUQA will commence operations in 2001.  The audits will cover all activities of Australian universities wherever they provide services in Australia and overseas.  The AUQA will also audit the processes of State and Territory accreditation agencies from time to time.  The results of quality audits will be made public.  Responsible Ministers will determine what action should be taken in the light of an adverse report on a university; the State or Territory Minister in respect of accreditation status; and the Commonwealth Minister in respect of eligibility for public funding.

Quality Initiatives

The Government also funds a number of other initiatives to promote quality in higher education.  The Australian Universities Teaching Committee provides awards for innovative teaching and funds projects to improve teaching quality. DETYA regularly publishes comparative indicators of universities to inform students and institutions, and to enable institutions to benchmark their performance against one another in a range of areas.  The Which Course? Which University? Website provides information on a set of performance indicators by institution and field of study designed to inform student choice.  Indicators are provided in the following areas:

· total number of students;

· total number of students—full time/part time/external;

· shares of female/male students;

· progress rate;

· number of students from low socio-economic areas; and

· number of students who are Indigenous.

In addition, the site provides information on the number of students who thought their courses provided:

· good teaching;

· good generic skills; and

· good overall experience.

The Department also publishes annually the quality assurance and improvement plans of Australian universities.  A common element of those plans is the provision of information about graduate employment destinations, mean starting salaries and course satisfaction.  For the higher education sector overall, the following results from surveys conducted by the Graduate Careers Council of Australia (GCCA) are instructive:

· In 2000, 83.6 per cent of bachelor degree graduates who were available for full-time employment were in full-time employment within 4 months of completing their degrees in 1999.  Graduate employment is now at its highest level since 1990. 

· In 2000, the median graduate starting salary for bachelor degree graduates in their first full-time employment was $33 000.  This represented 84.2 per cent of Average Weekly Earnings, up from 79.6 per cent in 1995 and the highest level recorded since 1991. 

As measured by the Course Experience Questionnaire (CEQ) bachelor degree graduates’ overall satisfaction with their courses has been slowly rising since 1995.  Broad satisfaction in 2000 remained at a high level, 89 per cent, the same as for 1999.

Innovative Approaches to Education Design and Delivery 

Alongside a growing diversity in the student body and in university sources of income, universities have become increasingly innovative in their approaches to higher education.  Many universities are giving closer attention to clarifying student learning objectives through statements of the attributes they expect graduates to develop as a result of their course experience.  These graduate attributes include ‘generic’ skills such as analytical and communication abilities, and ‘soft’ skills such as team work.  The development of these attributes is in response to student and employer indications of their varying needs for skills expected of graduates.  A number are, accordingly, revising curriculum content, pedagogy and assessment methods to better develop these attributes.

Similarly, the structure of student learning experiences is also under review.  Wider combinations of units of study within courses and better articulation between courses better allow students to align their studies with their needs.  Greater use of practical experience sessions and simulations, in workplace as well as university settings, and various approaches such as problem-based learning or case-based learning, give students more opportunities to develop generic skills that are both relevant for work and a foundation for lifelong learning.

Online learning and electronic access to various support services are rapidly becoming a core feature in most universities.  These features can enrich the campus-based experience of students, improve the quality of information and feedback available to them, and give them wider choices as to modes, times and places of study.  They can improve the quality of learning interactions for off-campus students and also enable the universities to customise programmes to suit particular needs of clients in business and industry.

University Flexibility

The developments in the educational functions of universities also have implications for the organisation and operations of universities, including the flexibility of their staffing structures and work patterns.  In December 1999 the Government announced the Workplace Reform Programme, which offers institutions $259 million in additional funding for salary supplementation, conditional on improvements in management, administrative and industrial arrangements. 

The aim of the Programme is to encourage higher education institutions to adopt more flexible and efficient governance and management structures.  It will enable institutions to respond to emerging student, employer and community demands.  The initial outcomes of the Workplace Reform Programme show that it has assisted in the building of significant links between certified agreements and universities’ strategic plans.  As at 30 May 2001, twenty-five universities have successfully applied for supplementary funding under this programme and achieved management reforms.

Most universities have used their enterprise agreements to introduce flexible work conditions for staff and to enable some conditions to be determined at work unit, department or faculty levels.  Most universities have also demonstrated strong achievements in areas such as cost savings, productivity increases and revenue generation, all of which are essential for universities to continue to be competitive.  Universities have also demonstrated significant commitments to and progress in reforms in other areas of their operations, such as simplifying processes and committees, better management of people and resources, including resource sharing, and initiatives to broaden academic expertise and management skills.

Research Innovation

A new range of initiatives to promote research, development and innovation was announced by the Government in January 2001 in Backing Australia’s Ability: An Innovation Action Plan for the Future.  The initiatives outlined in this strategy build on other measures introduced by the Government to promote research, development and innovation, such as the Investing for Growth statement, the Knowledge and Innovation statement, the Government’s response to the Virtuous Cycle report and the establishment of Biotechnology Australia.

To this end, Backing Australia’s Ability provides a comprehensive and integrated package with an additional Government investment of $2.9 billion over five years.  Major initiatives in higher education announced in the initiative include:

· An additional $736 million for Australian Research Council competitive grants, doubling funding by 2005–06;

· Boosting research infrastructure funding by $583 million;

· An additional $155 million to support investments in major national research facilities;

· Increasing funding to universities by $151 million to create 21 000 additional fully funded undergraduate university places over five years with priority given to ICT, mathematics and science—to be backed by adjustments to existing immigration arrangements to attract more migrants with ICT skills; and 

· Encouraging lifelong learning by introducing an income-contingent loans scheme for postgraduate fee-paying students.  An estimated $995 million in loans will assist around 240 000 Australians to upgrade their skills and gain new qualifications.

The achievement of outcomes under the Backing Australia’s Ability initiative will be monitored through ongoing assessment of individual initiatives and their use of funds through regular reviews.  A top-level committee comprising the Prime Minister and key senior Ministers will oversee and monitor the implementation of Backing Australia’s Ability and identify future priorities.  This committee will be advised by the Chief Scientist, and will ensure that policies provide the most effective support for R&D, its commercial application and skills development in Australia.

The initiatives in Backing Australia’s Ability build on the reforms to research and research training announced in the Government White Paper Knowledge and Innovation, to ensure that the research and research training undertaken in Australian universities continues to be world class and that the new knowledge it generates is effectively linked to innovation in Australian industry.  Key features of the framework outline in Knowledge and Innovation include:

· New legislation to establish the Australian Research Council (ARC) as an independent body, with broader membership, and a more strategic role; 

· Transfer of the management of current targeted research grants to the ARC, whilst retaining the balance between basic and applied research;

· A component of competitive funding to specifically focus on research to meet the needs of regional and rural communities (under the Strategic Partnerships with Industry – Research and Training (SPIRT) Scheme);

· Opportunities for regional universities underpinned by funding guarantees;

· Allocation of resources to institutions to support quality research and research training on a performance basis;

· HECS exempt scholarships for up to 25,000 research students; 

· Institutions to set their own research priorities and focus their efforts through block funding for infrastructure to support research and research training activities;

· Institutions to develop plans for their research and research training activities, to inform the community of their research strengths and activities, graduate outcomes, and linkages to industry and other bodies; and

· A quality assurance process to verify the claims made by institutions on their research performance as part of the recently announced quality verification process.
