Submission summary

In brief summary, the Tasmanian Division of the NTEU submits that the Backing Australia Package:

· threatens the viability of the University of Tasmania, as a regional university with low participation rates, small student catchment area and limited opportunities to generate non-government revenue;

· provides uncertainty surrounding the University’s (and AMC’s) strong regional research role

· threatens the autonomy, academic freedom and community of the University (or conversely its financial viability) through its insistence on governance and industrial relations reforms which are unnecessary and potentially highly divisive.

The following recommendations are made:

Recommendation 1

That the Senate Inquiry recommend that any changes to higher education give priority to raising the low level of higher education participation and attainment in Tasmania to at least the national average.
Recommendation 2

Given that Tasmania institutions of higher education will be severely disadvantaged by any policies that lead to further specialisation and diversity within the higher education sector, that the Senate Inquiry recommend specific policies to:

· allow Tasmania to offer a wide range of courses at a variety of locations and that the additional costs involved in providing these be specifically compensated for

· assist Tasmanian students, especially those from disadvantaged backgrounds, access a university education     

Recommendation 3

Given that Tasmania institutions of higher education are not in a strong position to impose fees above current HECS charges, that the Senate Inquiry recommend that the government provide additional financial assistance to the University of Tasmania to ensure financial sustainability

Recommendation 4

That the Senate Inquiry recommend that national governance protocols for public higher education institutions be amended to allow for a flexible approach to size and composition of governing bodies rather than a Commonwealth mandated maximum number of members

Recommendation 5

That the Senate Inquiry recommend that Commonwealth funding of higher education institutions should not be contingent on the introduction of Australian Workplace Agreements or performance-based remuneration.

The Division would be keen to pursue these views and recommendations with the Committee by personal appearance at the hearings in Hobart on 26 September 2003.

Introduction

This submission from the Tasmanian Division concentrates on those aspects of the Government’s Backing Australia’s Future package of policy changes that impact disproportionately on Tasmania.  Broader national issues are covered by NTEU National Office’s submission.  However, it would be the view of the Tasmanian Division of the NTEU that the de-regulation and commercialisation of the Australian economy has produced benefits which are broadly limited to a minority of Australia’s citizens.  Higher education has experienced a similar effect in that access and equity have become more problematic for those without private means to enable participation.  This issue is of course dealt with more extensively in the NTEU National Office submission.

The Tasmanian Division of the NTEU welcomes the provisions in Backing Australia’s Future which provide additional support for regional universities; support for research, particularly CRCs (the University’s Centre for Sustainable Tourism is specifically mentioned); and equity initiatives such as increased funding for ATSI places.  Other aspects of the package are less welcome, as outlined below.

This submission is primarily concerned with the Inquiry’s first two, and fourth terms of reference:     

1.
The principles of the Government’s higher education package.  

2.
The effect of these proposals upon sustainability, quality, equity and diversity in teaching and research at universities, with particular reference to:

· The financial impact on students, including merit selection, income support and international comparisons,

· The financial impact on universities, including the impact of the Commonwealth Grants Scheme, the differential impact of fee deregulation, the expansion of full fee places and comparable international levels of government investment, and

· The provision of fully funded university places, including provision for labour market needs, skill shortages and regional equity, and the impact of the ‘learning entitlement’.

4.
The effect of this package on the relationship between the Commonwealth, the States and universities, including issues of institutional autonomy, governance, academic freedom and industrial relations.

Brief comment is also however offered on the Inquiry’s third term of reference, relating to research.  

This submission concentrates on the likely impact of the Backing Australia’s Future package on the University of Tasmania; additional comments on its impact on the Australian Maritime College (AMC) will follow very shortly.

Before addressing the terms of references specifically we first provide an overview of the current state of play in relation to the provision of higher education in Tasmania.

Background: Higher Education in Tasmania 
Both the University of Tasmania and the Australian Maritime College play a vital part in the Tasmanian economy and the life of Tasmania’s community.  The University of Tasmania Act 1992 , includes as a function of the University

(g) ‘to engage in activities which promote the social, cultural and economic welfare of the community and to make available for those purposes the recources of the University. ‘ 

A recent (2001) major external review of the University by a cross-institutional team led by Prof. Boris Schedvin (known locally as the Schedvin Review) described the situation thus:


‘The University has a strong research tradition and performance, and the advantage of being the only university in the state; however, it suffers from inadequate scale exacerbated by multi-campus operations, a limited student catchment area, competition from mainland universities, relatively few opportunities to increase the level of private funding, high cost of operations……In more detail, the strengths and weaknesses [include]:

Strengths

· A constructive and developing relationship with the state government, including the integration of a number of state-funded research institutes within the University

· The tendency of the Tasmanian community to identify with the University as “their” institution of higher education

· Clear comparative advantage in a number of important areas of research such as Antarctic and Southern Ocean studies, forestry, fisheries and aquaculture, population health, and natural resources and wilderness studies

Weaknesses

· A limited student catchment area for new students, and strenuous competition nationally for the most able students

· The high cost of operating two relatively small campuses (Hobart and Launceston) and the North-West Centre at Burnie in such a way as to achieve an integration of university activities.

· Heavy dependence on government sources of income

In summary, the University of Tasmania is a regional institution, of great importance to the state economy and community, particularly through its research capabilities, but with limited opportunities to generate revenue in the manner envisaged by the Backing Australia’s Future package.

3.1
Participation in Education

Extensive international and Australian research indicates that there are strong positive relationships between:

· higher education participation

· higher education attainment

· income levels

· levels of employment
Tasmania has the lowest participation and attainment rates in Higher Education of all Australian States, as shown in Table 1.

In terms of the percentage of 16-24 years olds who are enrolled in higher education, Tasmania (11.3%) is 7 percentage points behind the national average (18.4%) and 10.5 percentage points behind the leading State, Victoria (21.8%). If Tasmania’s participation rate were equal to the national average, there would be approximately 2,400 more 16-24 year olds Tasmanians enrolled in higher education.

3.2 Government Subsidised Places

In terms of the number of government funded student places as a percentage of the total population Tasmania is also disadvantaged relative to the Australian average and other States and Territories.  In 2002 the Commonwealth Government funded a total of 393,225 effective full-time student places which was equal to 2.01% of the Australian population.  Tasmania’s share of these funded places was 9070  effective full-time students, representing 1.92% of its population.  Compare this with the ACT, where funded student places represent 3.5% of the population. Based on population, Tasmania would be entitled to approximately 420 (5%) extra funded places if it where to reach the national average.

Further evidence of the lack of places and choice of courses in Tasmania relative to rest of Australia, can be gauged by the proportion of Tasmanian higher education students who study at Australian universities in other states.  As Table 2 shows, almost 20% of Tasmanian higher education students study at institutions based in other Australian States or Territories, compared to 10% or less in all other States and Territories except the ACT and the NT.  While there may be a number of complex reasons for this result one might speculate that a lack of government subsidised places and lack of course choice are major contributing factors to this situation.

3.3
Higher Educational Attainment, Unemployment and Income

Table 1 also shows the percentage of the working age population who have attained at least a Bachelors level qualification.  In this respect Tasmania lags even further behind the other States and Territories than it does in relation to participation.

The level of educational attainment has a number of important economic and social implications.  Figure 1 shows the relationship between the proportion of the working age population (15 to 64 year olds) that have attained at least a bachelors degree level qualification and the unemployment rate.  The data clearly show a strong negative relationship between the rate of educational attainment and unemployment rates.  Not only does Tasmania have the lowest level of higher education attainment, it also has the highest unemployment rate amongst Australia’s States and Territories.  

Extensive research shows there to be a strong relationship between levels of education and income levels.  Figure 2 shows the relationship between higher educational attainment and average weekly earnings and clearly shows a strong positive relationship.  Again Tasmania ranked worst amongst the States in terms of average weekly earnings.
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The data presented above clearly demonstrates that Tasmania ranks badly amongst all Australian States and Territories in terms of:

· higher education participation

· higher education attainment

·  unemployment

· income levels

Therefore Tasmania is starting with a distinct disadvantage relative to the other States and Territories and this must be explicitly acknowledged in terms of Government policies.   

Recommendation 1

That the Senate Inquiry recommend that any changes to higher education give priority to raising the low level of higher education participation and attainment in Tasmania to at least the national average.
4.
Specialisation and Diversity

One of objectives of Backing Australia’s Future is to encourage further diversity and specialisation within Australia’s higher education sector. While Our Universities: Backing Australia’s Future policy document states “(D)iversity will be encouraged through the creation of performance-based incentives” (p9) it is also clear that the new funding model, for financing government-subsidised student places, the Commonwealth Grants Scheme (CGS), will also go a long way to achieving this outcome. 

One of the implications associated with the new Commonwealth Grants Scheme (CGS) is a major redistribution of government resources between Australia’s universities.   Figure 3 shows DEST’s estimates of the impact of the new funding model on individual institutional funding in 2005.   (The National Office of the NTEU is attempting to access information which will enable an independent assessment of the funding implication of the BAF package for universities).  As Figure 3 shows the impact on individual institutions varies significantly with the University of Western Sydney estimated to lose in excess of $4m in 2005 and Curtin University to gain in excess of $15m.  It should be noted that these estimates include funding for national priority places in teaching and nursing, regional loadings and the first 2.5% loading associated with workplace relations and governance reforms.   
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There are two important factors to that lead us to believe Tasmania’s higher education sector will be disproportionately disadvantaged by any further specialisation within the higher education sector.   Firstly, as noted above Tasmania already has the highest proportion of students studying inter-State.  Any policies that lead to further specialisation and by definition limit student choice have the potential of impacting more heavily on Tasmania than most in most other States and Territories.  Given the low participation rates in Tasmania, many students who are not afforded the opportunity to undertake tertiary studies in their home State are less likely to travel inter-state due to the increased costs associated with such a move. The effect of this policy will most likely be a net loss of higher education students to the State.  As will be outlined below Tasmania is not in strong position to replace these students with either students from other Sates or international students. 

Secondly, while there is an obvious connection between income levels and higher educational attainment (as discussed in the previous section) there is also a link between income levels and participation in higher education.  Students from lower socio-economic groups have lower levels of participation.  The evidence presented in the previous section demonstrates that Tasmania has the lowest average income per capita for all the States and Territories. DEST data also show that the University of Tasmania has a relatively high proportion of students in targeted equity groups.  In 2001, 31.2% of the University of Tasmania’s students were from a low socio-economic background, and only Central Queensland University (42.0%) and the University of the Sunshine Coast (42.9%) had a higher proportion of students from this category. The University of Tasmania also had a relatively high proportion of students from rural and isolated backgrounds (42.9%).  Therefore any policies that reduce students choice and thereby increase the cost of participating in higher education are likely to impact far more heavily on Tasmania than the other Sates and Territories. 

Recommendation 2

Given that Tasmania institutions of higher education will be severely disadvantaged by any policies that lead to further specialisation and diversity within the higher education sector, that the Senate Inquiry recommend specific policies to:

· allow Tasmania to offer a wide range of courses at a variety of locations and that the additional costs involved in providing these be specifically compensated for

· assist Tasmanian students, especially those from disadvantaged backgrounds, access a university education

Deregulation of University Fees

One of the major policy changes announced as part of Backing Australia’s Future is the partial deregulation of University Fees, which will allow universities to impose a fee of up to 30% above current HECS rates on students studying at their institutions.  This policy will impact on Tasmania in two ways. 

Firstly, students from disadvantaged backgrounds are more sensitive to higher fees and charges than the student population as a whole.  Given that these students are over-represented in Tasmania any increase in fees will be a disincentive to participation. 

Secondly, where individual universities rely on student fee income to maintain a sustainable financial footing, it could be argued that the University of Tasmania is in a disadvantaged position relative to other institutions.  Any moves to further deregulate the higher education sector are based on the belief that all institutions have the ability to compete on an equal footing.  Table 3 shows the proportion of international students enrolled at Australian universities by State.  With 10% of all students enrolled in Tasmanian institutions being international, it is clear that Tasmania lags behind the other states especially Victoria and WA.  This conclusion is supported by the data shown in Figure 4 that compares the proportion of income the University of Tasmania derives from Fees and Charges compared to the national average for all Australian universities.  Indeed there were only two universities who derived a smaller proportion of their total income from fees and charges than the University of Tasmania. Both geographic factors and the relative small size and limited course choices offered militate against the University of Tasmania competing for international students. 
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Fees and Charges

As shown in Table 3 Tasmania only ranks above the Northern territory in terms of the proportion of international students enrolled.  Figure 4 shows that the University of Tasmania also receives well below the national average in terms of the portion of its total income that it generates from fees and charges.

Recommendation 3

Research

The NTEU in Tasmania welcomes the commitment in Backing Australia’s Future to the research component of higher education, despite the recent under-funding of Australia’s research effort relative to other comparable countries.  It is to be hoped that this will be reflected in support for the several successful CRCs which the University boasts, and direct support without ideological conditions for the important and internationally acclaimed role of the Australian Maritime College.  Specific mention of the University’s CRC for Sustainable Tourism is encouraging.

Collaboration between institutions is also sensible.  Generally, however, the Backing Australia’s Future package has produced a climate of uncertainty about research funding which is potentially destabilising, given the foreshadowed changes to the research funding regime.  We are concerned that the foreshadowed competition/performance-based research funding regime may adversely impact on the valuable work of the University of Tasmania’s CRCs, which are of direct and positive benefit to the Tasmania economy and community.

7.
Governance

There is a general though largely tacit assumption underlying governance and management policy in Backing Australia’s Future that the business company is the ultimate organisational form.  This is a derivative of the more general ideological position that the mechanisms of the market are both necessary and sufficient as a basis for distribution of all goods, including education.  The truth value of this belief depends heavily of course on the particular welfare indicator chosen.  Even economic indicators have however provided a mixed message, let alone wider indicators of well-being such as recently proposed by the Australia Institute and others.

At the end of 2000 the University of Tasmania Council was reduced from 24 to 17 members, principally at the cost of staff and graduate involvement in the governing body.  This development continued the serious erosion of the representative principle in University governance which began with repeal of the 1980 University act at the time of amalgamation of the former University of Tasmania with the Tasmanian State Institute of Technology in 1990.  The 1980 Act increased the Council from 21 to 30 members, and gave greater representation to the University’s own community.

This Council acted effectively as a body governing the most complex event in the University’s history (the amalgamation mentioned above), since when the political culture of the University has experienced a sad decline.  The succeeding University Act in the early 1990’s substantially reduced both the size and representativeness of University Council, despite the increase (through amalgamation) in the size of both staff and student bodies, and despite the considerable proportion of Council business concerned with internal University matters.  Representatives of the Tasmanian community have tended to be increasingly those with commercial interests, despite the strong arts and tourism culture that Tasmania boasts.  

At the same time, policies relating to internal communication between staff and students, and communication between the University community and the wider community, have emphasised central control and uniformity of expression.

The morale of an institution like a university is sometimes difficult to assess in objective or external terms.  Morale is demonstrably low at the University of Tasmania, related to the governance of the institution, and there is good evidence for this assertion.  The (external) Shedvin review (cited above) included the finding (p.15) that:


‘The panel was surprised to find an abnormal level of tension between the senior executive, middle managers and the wider university community.  There has been a significant loss of collegiality which has been replaced by a lack of trust that has become dysfunctional.  If allowed to persist the reputation and performance of the university will be adversely affected.


In reaching this conclusion the panel was struck by the high level of commonality in the submission received and in discussion with senior members of staff.  There is concern that the hierarchical approach of senior management has been driven by a lack of confidence in middle management which has in turn led the university community to lose confidence in senior management.  There is also concern about a lack of transparency and a breakdown in collegiality.  The panel is well aware that, especially in a university, complaints of this kind need to be interpreted with caution; but it was satisfied that it was dealing with much more than the normal undercurrent of discontent.

As described previously, the management style is a traditional line management model: hierarchical and reliant on a high degree of central control……There appears to be limited consultation and a tendency to rely on authority.’

Few involved in Higher Education support the prescriptive nature and lack of flexibility in the governance protocol contained in Backing Australia’s Future; even the AVCC has argued for flexibility of governance models (Source: AVCC Policy Statement on University Governance – June 2003).  However, there may be a perception on the part of University senior administrators that it will benefit the institution in terms of funding decisions to ‘streamline’ decision-making processes yet further.  It is the NTEU’s submission that the opposite tendency should be encouraged, with greater rather than less input from those who work and study in the institutions; even, that staff unions are legitimate players in the governance of institutions of higher education, and should therefore be represented on governance bodies.  We recognise however the unpopularity of such a view in the present political climate.  At the very least, any tendency towards a further reduction in representation of staff, students or graduates in the governance of the University could only lead to a further and serious deterioration in the morale of the University community and its effectiveness as a focal point for the Tasmanian community.

Recommendation 4

That the Senate Inquiry recommend that national governance protocols for public higher education institutions be amended to allow for a flexible approach to size and composition of governing bodies rather than a Commonwealth mandated maximum number of members.

Industrial Relations

The industrial relations climate at the University of Tasmania and the Australian Maritime College has generally been good during the past decade, with little overt disputation or industrial action.  The staff unions have attempted to play a legitimate and active role in the University, including a policy role beyond the traditional and basic function of representative for staff in bargaining for pay and conditions.  Bargaining has been generally courteous though obviously adversarial. The management of industrial relations and human resources through the Enterprise Bargaining process has been effective (though hard work!!) for all parties.

At the same time productivity in Australian universities has of course increased markedly.  The best single indicator of such productivity at the University of Tasmania is the student/staff ratio, which, as Table 4 shows, has increased for academic staff from 13.1 to 1 in 1994 to 19.7 to 1 in 2002, i.e. an increase of 50% in 9 years.  For general staff the increase in ratio has been only marginally more favourable.

In very recent times industrial relations have become more confrontational.  Encouraged by the provisions of the Workplace Relations Act, the University under the previous Vice-Chancellor attempted to secure a non-union Enterprise Bargaining Agreement under section 170LK of the WRA, which was rejected at ballot by two-thirds of the University staff.  There has also been a period of strike action at the AMC in support of a reasonable pay and conditions outcomes during the last period of bargaining. 

The NTEU submits that the Workplace Relations Act encouraged such confrontation, and that the industrial relations intent of Backing Australia’s Future is to increase conflict between staff and administrators, towards a goal, elucidated in other contexts, of preventing unions from pursuing pattern bargaining and in particular weakening the representational strength of the NTEU.  The effect of the WRA at the University of Tasmania has been to sour relations between the University’s management and its staff, particularly those who are unionised.  One of Backing Australia’s Future’s stated aims is to coerce institutions of higher education into industrial relations practices based on the individualisation of work contracts and performance management, an approach which can only be described as ideological rather than practical or reasonable.  AWAs as the basis for employment have been unpopular with all but a few individuals in the higher education industry, and in Tasmania would lead to employee distrust, a further and possibly terminal breakdown in collegiality, and an oppressive addition to workload for Human Resources staff and staff representatives alike. 

The experience at the University of Tasmania relating to performance-based pay has been divisive and productive of considerable staff distrust.  Attempts at Performance Management have often been draconian and highly unpopular with all players – the current system was introduced very recently after universal staff disquiet, to replace an oppressive and highly labour-intensive regime introduced via an external consultancy at undisclosed but probably high cost, with much of the justification employed in Backing Australia’s Future.  According to the external review team which recommended the abandonment of the previous system, 

‘…the major difficulty lies in an incompatibility in the design of the system with the nature of the organisation in which it has been placed.’

We believe the industrial relations provisions in Backing Australia’s Future signal a return to such prescriptive and coercive forms of staff management, unsuited to the sector. 

Recommendation 5

That the Senate Inquiry recommend that Commonwealth funding of higher education institutions should not be contingent on the introduction of Australian Workplace Agreements or performance-based remuneration.
