Members of Parliament (Life Gold Pass) Bill 2002

I refer to the recent advertisement in the national press, inviting submissions for the consideration of the Senate Finance and Public Administration Legislation Committee in its inquiry into the Members of Parliament (Life Gold Pass) Bill 2002.

The matter of post-retirement entitlements for Members of Parliament has been the subject of major review in Western Australia by this Tribunal. The outcome is the phased discontinuation since 1996 of all such benefits (other than superannuation) for State Members, with the exception of some applicable to former Premiers.

I attach copies of the relevant Tribunal determinations, which set out the basis for pursuing this approach. It would be appreciated if the relevant extracts from these documents could be brought to the attention of the Committee.

This Tribunal remains firmly of the view that the revised arrangements are appropriate and provide a viable model for adoption in other jurisdictions.
